City To Continue Drawing
Perth Amboy Water

The costs to the city to
supplement their own water
wells from Perth Amboy
ells this year has taken a
leap over the five-year
contract between South
Amboy and Perth Amboy
which expired last year.
Under that contract South
Amboy paid Perth Amboy
$2 80 for each 1,000 cubic feet
of water

The new contract calls for
South Amboy o pay $6.80 per
1.000 cubic feet this vear.
less than Perth Amboy
customers, who are
currently paying $10.20 for
the same 1,000 cubic feet.
The difference of $3.40 would
be applied to any increase in'
Perth's water rates during
the life of the new five-year
contiract.

This new contract also
allows Perth Amboy to pass
on Middiesex Water
Company charges should
that city have to buy water
from the utility. However,
South Amboy's Mayor J.
Thomas Cross indicated
should that happen, the city
would turn off the connection
between the two a2nd rely
solely on 1ts own water
resources as well as it can.

Severa' d‘icussions have
taken place among the
counciimen during the past
year when South Ambuy did
not have a contract. South
Amboy. since the expiration
of the contract had been
paying $9.90 per 1,000 cubic
feet to Perth Amboy. and
charging its residents $22.00
per 1,000 cubic feet of water.

Such high water costs have
stirred an investigation for
newer wells within South
Amboy city limits. Residents
use approximately 700,000
gallons of water a day in the
winter months, Dbut
estimates a summer usage
are given at 1.2 million
gallons a day It is this
increase in water usage
Mayor Cross says Perth
Amboy supplies to the city
