The finished
concrete ornaments, said
Grossman, will be stored on
pallets on the property
surrounding the building.
While the firm will sell sn
occasional ornament to a
retail customer who stops in,
Grossman explained most of
his business comes from
garden center stores and
larger retail sellers such ss
Sears.

Charles atahoney has aaked
dag owners to help protect
their pate And their letter
carrier* front the literal and
figurative pain at dog bites

Mahooey said that 6.a7» of
the nation's letter carriers
suffered dog b<te injuries
last year.

The postmaster reported
three local carriers were
bitten by dogs last year, and
two dog bite cases have thus
far been reported to this date
this year.

"Dog bites can be
disast rous , ' says
Postmattar llahoney, "and
that is why we are asking for
cooperatlor from dog
owners. We are also hoping
they wlU help protect both
their pat and their letter

owners, warned the local

"Things don't have to go
that far." Mahoney said.
"We constantly alert our
carriers to the problem, but
the real solution to dog bites
is for the owners to help us.
It's the old story of an ounce
of prevention being worth a
pound of cure."

Dog owners should also
realize the city ordinance
prohibits dogs to run outside
of an enclusre or be taken for
walks without a leash All
dog bites in the city must be
reported to the police
department, and those dogs
that bite people are
quarantined for a period of
ten da vs.

an area away from the
mailhea and all those areas
ueed by the mail carrier* for
acooas to the property "If
the pet is not kept behind a
secure fence, then we
atsfjaat the owner restrain
the dog with a leash or keep
It inside during the usual
hours of the carrier's
delivery," Mahoney said.

The postal service has the
right to protect its carries by
refusing to deliver mail to a
household with an
unrestrained dog. In the case
where a dog is allowed to run
loose, delivery to the entire
neighborhood could be
affected.
