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The after effects of a
thunderstorm that lasted a
half hour last Saturday
evening was felt throughout
the City of South Amboy long
after the rumble of thunder
or flashes of lightening could
no longer b« aeon.

A seauaatie of events
bogtaalni wtlfi the showers
brought out city firemen and
first aiders, caused the
evacuation of a half a dozen
home* necessitated work
crews of Jersey Central
Power and Light men. and
called in countless extra
nurse* at the South Amboy
Memorial Hospital

Lightening struck a pole
on South Feltus Street,
snapping one wire and
leaving a small flickering
flame near the top. just
under the crossbar The
utility pole carried several
electrical wires, each
earring 440 volt* of
electricity The flame went
out. only to be fanned to life
by occasional gusts of
breete The electricity tr
homes in the area was thei,
temporarily interrupted,
and the fire department was
alerted at 5 32 pm to the
smoldering pole

Bordentown Avenue was
soon blocked off from the
hospital to Pine Avenue and
from Catherine Street to
Louisa Street by city
policemen and fire
depar'ment personnel

Fire Chief William Hawes
and First Assistant Chief
Francis Mulvey, in
investigating the area found
the broken live wire had
landed on a parked car and
wart eager to keep curious
isaidints at a safe distance
Chief Hawes requested
paHce on duty at city hall
that Jersey Central be
appraised of th» pole fire and
have the electricity to the
ajpasjout.

engulfing the circumference
of the pole would break all
the wires causing sparks and
a possible backup through
the whole system on the
street

Cable repair personnel
arrived on the scene about 9
p.m. and added to the group
standing by helplessly
waiting to Jersey Central
Chief Hswes once again
asked that the power
company be notified of the
seriousness of the situation
and to have power to the
area cut. It was not until
nearly 10 p.m. over four
hours after the initial
request that two Jersey
Central inspectors arrive
don ihe scene They told
firemen at the scene they
had not become aware of the
problem until approximately
• p.m., and, according to one
fireman told Chief Hawes.
"You have a problem "

By this time a crossbar
had completely burned
through and only a minimum
support was left at the top of
the pole

The fire chief again asked
that power to the pole be cut
from the main power plant,
loss than one-half mile away.
When this was done It
plunchod a third of the city
into darkness for the next
two and one-half hours while
work crews from Jersey
Central brought at least five
truck out and worked all
night to replace the pole

have gotten as far as it did.
causing residents worry and
inconvenience and the
possibility of s firs if there
had not bean a breakdown in
the commualcatlont

Emergency generators at
the South Amboy Memorial
Hospital began producing
electricity to the hospital
Just seconds after a large
•action of the city lost power
ss Jersey Central work
crews began work to replace
a utility pole struck by
lightening

The problem at the
hospital arose, said Director
of Public Relations Debbie
Fa lion, when Jersey Central,

sent a surge of energy at
440 volts through the lines
and burrwd out a part of the
<<ul a was a stepdown from
440 volts to 180 volts that left
the hospital in a total
blackout situation for 22
minutes "

It was the South Amboy
First Aid and Fire
department that supplied
extra generators, fans, and
lights during this time
Hospital spokemen reported
there were no patients on
life-sustaining equipment,
no patients in emergency
surgery, or a patient or, a
respirator at the time of the
power loss In fact, the
director of numtng service*
noted due to the efficiency of
the first aid Mjuad. tire
department, and police.
many patients were not
aware of any problem

Patient* were reassured by
extra nursing staff. Fa lion
said, "and patieht car
continued as always, makng
them comfortable and
secure

Complete power to the
hospital and city was
restored at 11 W a m
Sunday morning The
hospital had by that time
