At South Amboy Memorial
Hospital, emergency care
unit staff, unaware the code
44 was a drill, set upa triage
area in preparation for
treating the most seriously
injured first Hospital
personne l , inc lud ing
nursing, lab. pharmacy and
inhalation therapy staff,
responding to the disaster
call, reported to the
emergency care unit
According to the emergency
care unit physician on duty,
a total of 10 "patients" were
breugRtin.

During The disaster drill,
the emergency care unit
continued to function and
treated % patients who were
either present at the time of
the drill or who arrived
during the one hour period of
the drill
At approximately 9 p.m..

the hospital was declared*
clear from code 44 and staff
returned to their normal
duties.

Said James A Ryan.

at the Holiday Inn in North
Brunswick

Gerhard Bess, who was on
the agenda seeking a
certificate of need for a
proposed methadone
maintenance treatment
clinic for the Broadway
storefront site asked for a'
one month deferral on his
applicat ion for the
certificate until the next
meeting of the committee.

His opening of the drug
clinic at the 124 North
Broadway site met with stiff
opposition from residents
when Bass first tried to
locate there two years ago.
Reasons for the opposition
ranged from the near
proximity of a church to
young school chi ldren
having to pass the clinic on
their way home to keeping
away would-be customers of
neighboring businesses

The city council made
provisions for a clinic type
treatment center location on
the highway in a recent
change of the zoning
ordinance that prohibited its
opening on Broadway

However, residents living
in the area of the Route 35
proposed location have
mounted an awareness
campaign of their own which
has brought to the council
and planning board of the
city thousands of signatures
opposing the location of the
methadone- clinic anywhere
in South Amboy. Many
Sayrevitle residents have
also attended South Amboy
meetings snd presented
their own petition with
several hundred names
opposing the clink opening
so close to the Sayreville
border and their homes.

Hundreds of residents
have attended every
planning board meeting
v. hen Bass was scheduled to
ha\e business heard, hoping
to put lesumony before the
board, but have as yet been
unable to do so The delay in
the resident s testifying
resumed from the
incompleteness of Bass'
application, and now his
seeking of variances.

Bass has. for two months,
postponed any business
before the planning board on
the Route 35 site and is
persuing the Broadway site
The clinic owner alleges to
have bargained for parking
privileges for his patients at
two separate parking
faciliites near the Broadway
storefront, thereby
supposedly i vmoving one
problem blocking his
locating in the heart of the
South Amboy business
district
