Court Uphold* McCormtck
Pollution Fines Levy
A three-judge state appeals

court upheld Tuesday in an
appellate division decision
South Amboy ft air pollution
ordinance
The ordinance had been

challenged by McOormack
Terminal. Inc. of South
Amboy. which was first
fined 1500 in November for
violating the ordinance when
it was determined that
black. sooty, dust-like
particles of coal dust was
emulating from the coal
facility. The November. Ittl
complaint had been filed
against the company by the
Central Jersey
Environmental Health
Agency
The company had been

using an open conveyor to
transfer coal from rail cars
to areas within the coal
terminal property
McCormack charged the
city's definition of air
pollution was
unconstitutionally vague and
that the penalty provision of
the ordinance was invalid
because it established a
minimum fine
the ordinance, drawn up by

City Law Director Clark
Convery. was found by the
courts to be patterned »n the
definition found in the state
Air Pollution Control Act.
and that ad had previously
been ruled sufficient
The court did rule,

however, that municipalities

did not have the power to sot
minimum fines, saying

state law prohibits
municipalities from
enacting minimum fines
which would deprive Judges
of their statutory discretion
to impose any fine ' This
finding did not negate the
entire ordinance because of
the clause at the end geared
specifically to one section
being invalidated.
City prosecutor Thomas

Downs said Tuesday's ruling
made McCormack subject to
the 1600 fine. The company
has not conducted any coal
