Council man-at Large
O'Brion announced

•y evening that he had
in touch with the

tx County Health
Department with reference
la the roundhouse fire during
tbk bitter days of July

The fire threw particles of
a building substance as far
as Rosewell and John
Streets, and residents were
concerned the fine dust
particles contained asbestos,
a cancer causing agent At
that time O'Brien cautioned
residents against children
playing with the pieces and
asked all debris be put in a
plastic bag for pick up by
city workers

"Although we have no
written verification, the
Middlesex County Health
Dapartment reported there
was a O' asbestos level in
the pieces we had tasted."
O'Brien continued, saying
the samples would not be
dajpoaarl of until such time
that a letter or memo waa
received from the county
health dapartment. Ha also
reported samples collected
trim inside the roundhouse
showed an 11 percent
aahootos level.

"There is no danger as far
as we can ascertain to people
having handled the debris

During a regular city
council meeting an
ordinance authorizing an
agreement between the City
of South Amboy and the City
of Perth Amboy for the
purchase of water was
brought up on second
reading, and passed after
there was no discussing
objection by the public

Thar* hsd earlier bean a
minor changa in the
language of the ordinance
after Perth Amboys Acting
Business Administrator Gall
P FeUt informed South
Amboy Law Director Clark
Convery that Perth Amboy
was not in agreement with
the wording dealing with use
of water from the Middlesex
County Water Utility

In the event Perth Amboy
waa unaNe to supply bottf
their own and South
Amboys water needs they
ytf^d, after notifying h*
city, begin pumping from the
Middlesex Untility At thai
point Perth Amboy woufd
charge higher water rates lo
South Amboy than it is
presently paying

Should this happen. Cross
said during the caucus prior
to the council meeting. South
Amboy would shut the lines
from Perth Amboy snd
residents would have to
make due with the water
from the city's own wells

The
program is self-supporting
and generates its own
revenue through a five
percent charge to the fltt
schools, i » institutions and
five childcare centers served
by the program

This five percent
aaseasment of the food's
market value pays salaries,
warehouse and operating
costs, according to food
diatrtbuUon coordinator
Dominic Ritardi

The federal government
provides s list of r.<e*ts.
dried foods, canned fruit*
and vegetables and other
food products each year and
section personnel use this
information to establish a
food-to-achool ratio, he said

The program minimizes
waste line* schools choose
the variety and quantities of
food they desire and
disbursement is steemlined
through a computer, which
generates s notice informing
