Signs On Poles
Brings Utility
Warning

"Although poles may seam
a convenient place to attach
notices, the practice can pose
dangers and is also against
tht law," noted Joseph X.
Mangold, vice president of
Jersey Central Power ft
Light Company's Southern
Area Operations.

The use of staples and nails
to hold signs advertising
political candidates or flea
markets and similar events
could cause Hne personnel to
lose their footing as they
climb utility poles. If tht
special spurs used to climb
hit a metal fastener, it could
cause an employee to slip and
fall, possibly resulting In
serious injury, Mangold
explained

The pasting of any sign on
utility poles is In violation of
New Jersey Statute, Section
17:H which provides for a
fine to persons found guiKy of
thtoffenst.

"Its timely to remind the
public that the casual potting
of ;<igns on poles could be
dangerous and is Illegal:
therefore, we're aakmg far
cooperation from tnt
pubUc'addedMaiejold.
