The squadron, originally
eight ships, than two
replacements, all proudly
flew the "Little Beavers'
flag and made up the
Destroyer Squadron, or

Raepka served as an
electrician aboard the U S.S
Foot* DD511. which was
torpedoed and so heavily
damaged that the ship was
totally incapacitated; both
engines stopped cold,
completely blown apart
compartments, ammunition
scattered all over, the main
deck badly buckled, sides
bulging, main deck awashed
aft. and no communication*
In all, twenty lives were lost.
17 were wounded

In a vivid description
describing the battle.
Rzepkas shipmate. Ken
Jones, detailed how. while
being unable to further help
theUSS Foote, Arieigh Burke
noted he would not leave the
brave crippled destroyer.
Instead, another destroyer
appeared and circled the
Foote, laying a thick
chemical smoke screen
which completely enveloped
the stricken ship. Burke was
busily engaged in combat,
but, according to Jones,
'spared the time to hide the

unhappy Foote from her

Recalling the difficult trip
back to the states aboard the
Foote, FUepka recounted a
harrowing tale of how, with a
false bottom and patched up
•ides he, his shipmates, and
the Foot* weathered a
typhoon and was set adrift for
three day*.

"It was my first time I
actually saw the funnel-
shape, just as is shown on
television, I never before
believed they really existed
until then." Rxepka said.
The force of the gale

snapped the chain* to the tug
-our engines were out and

we were unable to do
anything We were adrift for
three days near Sumatra, in
Japanese territory "

The Foot? wan found and
eventually returned to the
United States for repairs
before oner again returning
to I)wron 23 for action

Kzepku himself enlisted on
September 15. !W2. ju»t two
months prior to his 42nd
birthday At this point, the
veteran WHS told by several
officials they could help
Kzepku staj, out of the
service, saying he could
better help the war effort at
home

I knew i d catch hell if 1
went, but 1 d catch more hell
if I didn't go I did my part
and I am glad I did go,"
Rxepka stated, fie was also
offered full time employment
as an incentive to stay

While in boot camp,
Rxepka was told by an officer
that whatever he could do he
should go out and do it "1
didn't know the rules and
regulations so much but
when we all got out there, we
knew it was our lives and aJI
those on board who mattered
and w<» did what had to be
done. I thank the good lx>rd
most of ua came hom* '

This will be Kzepka s first
reunion; he and Admiral
Burke are both 82 years old,
and Rzepka said he is proud
to be a participant in
honoring the man some call s
legend
