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Goad Works Of South Amboy First Aid
Squad Recorded In History

The South Amboy First Aid
and Safety Squad will
celebrate their 30th year of
urganization this Friday with
a dinner at the Dorian Manor.

John J. McCloud Jr. has
been ressarching the squad's
ovigins for two years with the
help of library records, city
hall records. and. also, with
the help of C.Leslie
Batchelor. He reported the
organization began with a
series of disasters that
necessitated (he services of a
trained first aidsquad.

In late 1931, a local police
aid boat captain was burned
at the docks and later died. A
second incident occurred in
July of 1932, according !o
McCloud, when a fire swept
through an Augusta Street
res where [iremen
ma “heroic efforts to
rescue the occupants but
were seriously hampered due
to lack of proper equipment.”’

The squad historian wrote
that the couple. burned in
that fire. was administered
first aid by a local husband
_and wife, she being a trained
hurse. First aid supplies
were purchased from the
Economy Drug Store on
Broadway. It was at this

the long association
the two city
volunteer groups began,

when the {iremen requested
help in the obtaining of
rescue equipment, and in the
loaning of various firehouses
for mestings and the training
of both firemen and non-
firefighters as first aiders
The Mechanicsville
firehouse was much used in
this capecity.

miles of main sewage pipes
are made of terra-cotls, a
clay base material that was
manufactured in  South
Amboy and today still depicts
area history in Perth Amboy

and other surrounding
communities.
When the effluent (rom one

house, merged with many
others, arrives at the Sewage
Disposal Treatment Plant,
treatment begine. The
effluent goes through a bar
screen where all of the debris
and heavy material is
removed, and from this wet
well is pumped to one of the
two existing settling tanks,
here the heavy sludge setlles
to the bottom of the tank. The
liquid on top, called the
supsrnatant, is drawn off into
a tank where it is chlorinated
to kill all bacteria and
coloform. It is then
discharged into Raritan Bay
The sludge from the bottom
of the settling tank is passed
through a fine filter that
removes all of the residual
solids which are then trucked
toa landfill in Bordentown

Some tips to remember to
keep things running
smoothly in your home are as
follows:

The toilet tank should be
checked frequently to insure
there is no continuous
leakage of water. Water flow
through a one-eighth inch
diameter hole at forty pound
preasure will waste about
300 galions in one day. so
even a small leak in the toilet
can contribute to a high
water bill One way to check
for leaks 18 lo shut off all
faucets in the hose and then
check the water meter If the
dials on the water meter are
still rolating after all the
water 1s shut off, there is &
lvak somewhere in the house
and the first place to check is
the toilet tank All leaks
should be
immediately, not oaly to
conserve water but also to
prevent high water bills.
