The
question frequently arises M
to the exact amount of
ftouride in the drinking water
in South Amboy Doctors
often call for information on
flouride content to adjust
flouride dosages in
prescribing vitamins for
children.

The Safe Drinking Water
Act of the State of New Jersey
does not set any minimum
limits for fluorides U does
set maximum level
standards which are
dependent on average annual
air temperatures For the
South Amboy area, the
maximum allowable 'luonde
level is two parti per million
(1PPM). This means that for
every one million pounds of
water (1M.000 gallons) there
can only be two pounds of

Generally the

ThaCtty ef Setfh Amboy
doss uot add any fluoride to
its water at the Water
Treatment Plant. At present.
South Amboy purchases
approximately one-third of
its water from the Perth
Amboy Water Department
Perth Amboy does fluoridate
Its water to a level of lPPM
Therefore, on the average,
there is Q.i3 PPM of fluoride
in the water coming out of the
tap. This may fluctuate over
any time period, but there
can never be any more than l
PPM flouride in South
Amboy water.
