An investigation into the 3

South Amboy Mayor J
Thomas Cross and all

.members of the City Council

met with first aid squad
members to learn more
about a mobiie intensive care
unit program now initiated
through the Perth Amboy
General Hospital.

SAFA's John McCloud Sr..
who is an instructor and
advisor to the squad,
enplained the program as
‘sometimes essential,
NOCEsary nationally
between three to five percent
of thetime.”

The MICU is- a paid
ambulance emergency
medical unit consisting of a
driver, a paramedic. and, at

times a nurese, radio
dispatched from Perth
Amboy through East

Brunewick. This MICU has
requested through the
Raritan Bay Health Services,
to use the South Amboy radio
frequency to hook into and
utilize all first aid calls in
South Amboy. and has asked
to be called on every
emergency as a backup to the
city's volunteer squad The
fee to each patient actually
seen or treated by the unit
could cost between §250 and
9000 per person, according Lo

being chief on the list, car
accident victims a lesser
priority and so on. McCloud,
a member of the squad for ¥
years, pointed out the risk of
a potential accent by an
ambulance rushing from
Perth Amboy to South
Amboy across the bridge just
to find their services either
declined or not needed.
Additionally, Captain Ron
Kesgan spoke ol occasions
where the two ambulances
might both answer a call,
and, SAFA being first to
arrive on the scene, may
slresdy be transporting a
patient to the hespital
However, they may, if seen
enroute, be asked to stop
while the MICU paramedic
evaluates the condition of the
patient, contacts the heepital
doctor. and gives treatment
such as an Intrevenous
before again proceeding with
the transport. In such a case
the MICU wouid piggyback
the South Amboy SAFA
squad, keeping in constant
contact with them. This
pationt would then be sent a
bill for the MICU services
Squad members indicated
a call for the MICU would be
put in by the police officer at
the degk at the time a call
came for em y aid in
addition to calling SAFA

No Dumping On
Landfill Area

Members of the City
Council and City Enginesr
Frederick Kurtz were e
hand in Sayreville last wesh
to voice their objections to
plans by the Army Corps of

Engineers to dump dredge
spoils on several local sites,

among them the landfili in
South Amboy. The city's
landfill is included in a 161-
acreshoreline tract along the
Raritan Bay from Morgan te
South Amboy. and listed as a
possible dumping site.
The landfili was created by
just such an army corgs
dredging operation in 1088
when the materials them
dredged from the bay were
dumped on marshland. New
spoils dumped at the currest
landfill may again take 39 t0
25 years before it could be
developed or seld, estimated
Counciiman-at-Large,
Thomas O’'Brien.

All communities supplying
potable water must submit a
number of reports to the new
Jersey State Department of
Environmental Protection.
Two monthly reports are
required One report consists
of a fact sheet which includes
data on a derily basis for the
amount of water pumped,
amount of sodium hydroxide
sdded for pH adjustment, the
amount of chlorine added to
kill  all  bacteria and
pathogenics. actual pH, and
results of free chiorine
analysis

The second monthly report
contains data on
bacteriological and coloform
content in the water. Every
potable water supplier is
required to test its water at
random locations for
bacteria and coloform

according to the population
served. The South Amboy
Water Department must
conduct twelve such tests petr
month and report the results
to the state. Concentrations
over live parts per million
must be reported
immediately and remedial
action taken. South Amboy
water has never had a serious
concentration of bacteria or
coloform count

Every two months a more
extensive waler analysis is
made for acidity. alkalinity,
hardness, chlorides, sulfates,
iron, manganese. nilrates,
turbidity and total solids.

Quarterly reports are also
submitted to the state on the
conditions of each well used
in addition to the physical
condition of the well, the
static pumping level of each

Each peddler had his own
“trade mark '’ in theformof a
yell, a chatter, a yell that
would bring the housewives
out to his cart. Whatever she
bought was taken in her
apron or she'd borrow the
peddler's basket, empty it
and bring it back Nothing
was purchased by weight -
by measure or count only

“MUPF'" WOODS, who

lived on David Street off
Broadway ‘where
McNearnys now iive,
covered the town in a {ancy
surry (no fringe on top) He
was an unusuai peddier
because of his dress - ' Muff"
always wore a white shirt,
starched collar that looked
uncomlortable, and a lie:
freshly pressed trousers (no
perma-press} and ankle
length xshined shoes. His
horse and buggy were
equally spruced. He covered
the entire town from the
Maxfield section to
Mechanicsville
ALFANSO BIRARDI, who
lived on Feltus Street, corner
of Catherine Street, also
covered the town with a horse
and wagon for many years.
His wagon was larger and
more sturdy. and always
carried a larger variety of
produce Birardi  also
maintained a vegetable store
adjacent lo his home.
MR GINGO, resided on
Pine Avenue off John Street.

" Heé seemed (0 have covered

about the same routes as
Woods and Birardi. He also
maintained a vegetable
store. Eventually, Gingo
retired his horse and wagon
for a Chevrolet truck.

PHIL CARBONE deserves
recognition as a peddler
during the growing seasons
and harvest time.

While we're on the subject
of produce, the Jasper
Brothers were long involved
in lts sale. They were not
street  peddiers,  but
maintained a store on
Broadway for many years.
Their first store was where
Madura Pharmacy is now
located, then they moved
across the street, and
moved across the strest from
city hall into the Public
Service building The

Eventually “‘Fat Louie” did

Every yedr, in
carly November, Louie
would have one or Iwo
hoxcars on the railroad
siding off Augusia Street.

When crock is nearly
full, cover with washed owter
leaves . Cover these with a
pioce of clean cloth and plate,
weighted down with big
stone.. Store in a cool plege
(80 to 14 ) degrees
temperature) ... Every other
day remove scum whish
forms...Remove the cleth,
wipe the side of the jar, and
wash the piste...Repiass,
using s clean cloth... Wash
and boil the one removed and
use the next time....In abowt
three weeks the kraut &
cured.. Either cover with
paraifin or pack in jare and
process in boiling water fer 39
minutes.
