A  massive research
project. undertaken by
Florida's Fort Lauderdale
News and Sum Sentine! has
showa a presaing aved iw
tighter controle of
methadone drug treatment
clinics. The morning and
evening newspaper has, for
movre than a year, studied the
many far reaching influences
of such clinics in the state and
has even compiled them into
a bookiet including all the
articles run during a one
year period.

The Fort Lauderdale News
and Sun Sentinel this year
has offered further findings
of an investigative report
charging South Florida ‘s five
for-profit methadone centers
with the dispensing of large
doses of this drug ona "'lak
home basis." :

The articles also reported’

the state Department of
Health and Rehabilitative
Services in Tallahassee.
Florida. found few of these
centers made any attempts
at weaning patients from the
addicting methadone due to
competition between clinics
to attract and keep clients.
Florida’'s HRS is concerned
with the high profit margins

Fall is-well upon us. The
trees are stripped and the
ground is bare. As usual each
year, we finaily got our boat
out of the water and

" winterized late inthe season.

Ours is primarily a
crabbing bout. Both my wife
and! love tocrab By far, my
wife is a belter crabber in all
respects We keep our boat
moored in Silver Beach on
Barmegat Bay The boat is an
eighteen-foot Thompson --
1971  vintage with an
outboard motor_[t's far from
new, but still serviceable.

Crabbing mo—ings we cast
off about 7:30 a.m. with the
usual paraphernalia of bait,
cord, sinkers, scoop nets,
basket and hope. Bait can be
moss bunkers, chicken backs
or squid. Not too often squid,
because it is expensive. We
only drop lines because we
like to feel the tug of the crab
and the challenge tu get it
sufficiently to the surface to
be scooped into the boat. We
never use drop nets because
they hardly give the crab »
sporting chance.

So, wefinally get out on the
water (o our favorite cove on
Chadwick Island with drep
lines baited and sinkered
overboard, and wait for the

big catch The wails were
very long this year 1t was a
lousy year for crabbing in

Barnegal Bav, especially
between the Seaside Bridge
and the Point Pleasant
Canal We heard the

crabbing was good this year
south of the Seaside Bridge,
bul we never had the chance
to make the long run down
there Our catches averaged
only two (0 8ix crabs afler a
three hour expedition. Al
O0'Connor reported that,
during the Irish American
Club crabbing tournament in
the same ar~a, the lake was
very low Aif and his two
companions caught four
crabs after six hours, and it
must be remembered that A
is an old. experienced
crabber from way back

All the crabs we caught
were very large and male.
One old-timer suggested that
the crabs, eapeciaily the
females, did not burrow
enough into the mud last
and, as a result, did met
survive the cold winter. He
also predicted that we would
have several years of
marginal crabbing in owr
area.

Considering the cost of beat
mooring, gasoline, oll, bait
and upkeep on the heat, |
figured sach crab cest sheut
eight dollars to laad in the
boat. Next year, | may leave
the boat in the yard and buy
lobster.
