First Hailed As Cure, Methadone Now Scen As Business Ventre

There is one business
venture, if it should come to
South Ampoy that is a
guarantsed success even
before it opens its doors. That
is a drug treatment clinic,
based on using methador.= as
a heroin substitute.

A synthetic narcotic,
methadone was created by
German chemists during
World War 1 tohelp alleviate
theshortage of morphine.

There was limited use of
the drug in the United States
until 1988, when an obuwsity
researcher, New Yorg Dr.
Vincent Dole, began
claiming methadone was a
way tocure heroin addicts.

Dole’s idea was to dispense
daily doses of methadone to
patients while at the same
time the addicts would
receive counseling and job
training through the clinic.
The physically addicting
methadone would replace
heroin, bul daly doses of this
substance could he made
gradually smaller, until
doctors could “wean’ patients
from tAis drug, ideally soone-
time horein addiols oauid
venlually beceme drug-
free.

This treatment was
officially recognized by
White House officials in 1971,
when then President Richard
Nixon created a new office on
his staff specifically to set up
a methadone program -

despite  warnings from
several agencies about
methadone abuse.

It was the year before
elections, and the methadone
treatment clinic was proof
positive of a battie against a
crime wave precipitated by
drug addicts The creation of
the special office and the help
offered drug users was a
major issue in Nixon's re-

election campaighn.

Among the warnings were
deaths cited in 21 cities
showing an increase in
overdose deaths at a time
when methadone clinics were
growing, and that quality
control of the drug was
severely lacking. A
‘confidential’ report found as
many as 41 percent of
methadone users were also
using heroin. and that
methadone paltients were
more [requently arrested
than patients in other forms
of treatment

Studies of patients
nationwide indicated only
one of every ten patients
becomes drug free. many
remain for years on
methadone, shuffling
between clinics or from the
clinic to the street back to the
clinic again

The theft of methadone is
slse decumeniad, and
seversl instances reporisd

over a number of years
carriad no further
repercussions or
investigation

A gallon of liquid
methadone disappeared

from a shipment before it's
arrival at a clinic, a one-
