Senator Weiss said that he
would move to have the bill
cleared for a floor vote at the
next session of the Senate.

"I am greatly disturbed by
indications that the State of
New Jersey is minting in
terms of turning the business
of methadone clinics over to
private operators.

"That Is a story thai is
worth looking into. I have no
objection to the use of clinics
tohrip people who are hooked
with heroin addiction.

"But 1 do think that there
should bo a close correlation
between the incidence of
addiction within s
community and the location
of mathsdont clinics in that
community That is the
purpose of my measure and I
tokwd to fig* it all tbt way.'

South Amboy s landfill
ar-H is nn longer being
considered by the li S Army
Corps of Engineers as a
potential dumping ground for
dredge materials coming
from New York metropolitan
harbors These areas have
been dredged by the corps
since 1888. and the landfill
itself exists only because of
dredge spoils deposited here

The corps had
dumping the dredge ma teria 1
in the ocean :n the past, but it
now under a federal mandate
of the Ocean Dumping Act of
1972 to use the ocean* as a last
resort, after all other options
have been examined

The South Amboy landfill
was one of five area sites
studied in the last two
months, culminating in a
public hearing which
ultimately declared the city
landfill unsuitable for
receiving the material since
plans for its development
were being considered

Representatives from both
Sayreville and South Amboy
attended that public hearing
held at lite Sayreville
Borough Hall and voiced
their objections to the corps
dumping further dredge
spoils onto the landfill. The
two communities share a
common border at one point
of the fill

Plans for the landfill
presented to the city council
by a land management
consulting firm hired under a
grant, include townhouaos.
recreation area, a marina,
and severalsmail shops.

The Little Pond is located
north of the Large Pond and
is about one acre in size
Water for this pond is
supplied by drainage from
the hills on the north.side of
the Water Plant The hills in
this area are rich with clay
deposits As the water runs
over the clay, it picks up
acidit) from the soil and clay
which results in the pond
water having a pH of four

An acidity this tow has a
deleterious effect on the
aquatic life of the pond
There is a minimal
underwater plant growth in
this pond unlike the
voluminous plant growth in
the Large Pond Fish are
present but in much smaller
quantities than in the Large
Pond

Last year a warden from
the N J. State Game and
Fisheries tested both pond*
for fish content He had an
instrument that, when placed
in the water, sent out low
density shock waves through
the water It was interesting
to watch the fish iine up along
the longitudinal bar sending
out the shock waves From
the intensity of the shock
waves, correlated with
number of fish that showed
up. he was able to estimate
the density of fish in the pond
The warden reported there
were many more fish in the
Large Pond than in the Small
Pond •••

Actually, there is little that
can be done to adjust the
acidity < pH) on a permanent
basis Perhaps this is Just as
well The pond is free of
choking plant life and it
contains sufficient oxygen
levels to support some forms
of aquatic life In it* present
form it is a viable, unpolluted
body of water doing its thing
in the scheme of nature
