gave thr hours of the clinic as
being open from 7 9 a m and
again after 5 p m . not giving
an evening closi ng t ime

Champion continued to
question her expert witness
as to the types of persons to be
treated at the South Amboy
clinic based on comparison
studies using Bass' Union
clinic and the clinic in New
Brunswick

Boorman told the audience
that patients were
predominantly referred by
the state or a stale social
agency He noted of the tao
patients who would he
treated in South Amboy.
many would be working full
time jobs; of those, SO
patients would be scheduled
for treatment of 5-10 minute*
each per day

Using the available figures
for the Union facility.
Boorman said of the 281
patients currently being
treated. 18 are in the 21 25
year age group; 64 between
38-30 years 113 between 31
35 years; 86 between 38-40
years; 16 between 41-45
years; and s are 48 years of
age or older Also, he said of
these patients 37 were black,
3 hispanic, and the rest white

The clinic 'blends
unootrusively. is of s low*
intensity use. and there is no
visable sign this < clinic > is an
unusual use," Boorman said
The planner testified in his
opinion the clinic in Union
had "no significant adverse
effect *

Boorman also indicated
that according to the
ordinances and cortes, Bass
has met the. 5 total parking
spaces he needed by renting
space from the Cache Limo
Sarvtca. and also from the
parking lost used by train
commuters

Boorman also researched
the last ten applications for
certificates of occupancy,
going back to l«ti and cited
that 7 of the 10 applications
pertained to use changes, and
said he found no parking
requirements imposed

The planner also stated, for
