means of garbage disposal
within the cit> ol South
Amboy This was the
culmination ut several
months of investigation by
Cou.tcilrhan Thomas
O Brien. who, along with
Councilman Frank Tarallo
first spoke of a garbage
disposal problem after they
walked a part of Broadway
duringlani year*Halloween
parade The two council men
at large noticed the garbage
placed at f he curb on Sunday
afternoon for Monday
morning pickup

According to the city's
ordinance regarding the
placing of garbage at the
curb, garbage should not be
put at the curb earlier than H
p m the evening preceding
trash pick up. except that
business establishments on
Broadway shall not place
garbage and trash at the curb
until 6 p m of the day on
which the collection is
scheduled

Also. 0'Brien, who is the
Director of the Department
of Health and Welfare noted
garbage was being put in
uncovered cardboard boxes,
and empty boxes themselves
were piled onto the sidewalk
When put at the curb Ihe
evening before collect ton. the
litter was found strewn all
over the business district.
saidO'Hrien

Scott noted letters were
also'sent to some private
citizens. and property
owners. and indicated
recipients of the letters were
given from January Sth to
comply Those who did not,
were given sum monies,
these included several
Broadway businesses and
city taverns

If at all possible, remove
your car from the street LesN
curs on the street make* it
easier for the plows to gel
close to the curb Not
everyone has a driveway for
their car, but the tendency
for people with driveways
seems to be to leave their
c a n at the curb during a
snowstorm for a qui k
morning getaway Fewer
cars means a better cleanup
job

Hold up on shoveling your
Hide v, a Ik and driveway until
the snow has stopped (ailing
unless you are willing to put
up with the possibility of the
plow coming along and
throwing snow back on the
sidewalk and driveway
During the storm the trucks
keep plowing and there is no
way they can prevent
pushing the snow to the side
of the road '

Try not to th»wv snow into
the middle of the street when
shoveling, if at alt possible
Pile the snow in between the
curb and the sidewalk or on
your lawn. If you must put it
in the street, pile it as close to
the curb as you can If you
throw the snow into the
middle of the street in dump*
and they freeze, the clump*
can be injurious to the plows
Also, piles of snow in the
street can cause icy patches
in front of your house which in
turn may cause accidents

Kor the civic miftded and
energetic, cleaning around
the fire hydrant near your
property can give the
firemen that few critical
minutes they need to save a
life or a house Also, cleaning
around the catch basin drain
on your street corner would
be helpful when the snow
starts to melt

In the past, citizen
cooperation in street snow
removal efforts has been
great Implementing the
above suggestions will make
for a better snow removal
Job

Jr , told council members he
had been authorized to
petition the state
commissioner of education to
terminate the Spotswood
lease in favor of Sayreville.
and said Sayreville has filed
an answer acknowledging
their desire to enter into «
leasing arrangement witn
South Amboy This wa3
announced at a special
hearing last week.

"The commissioner has 30
days in which he must give a
decision," (Mtowski
explained

Superintendent Olexa
made public the need for
par<.*nts to make their wishes
known, and said the school
P.T.A. was undertaking a
campaign to have parents
also petition the state
commissioner

"We are thinking about the
welfare of the children in the
move They not only would
have a belter curriculum at
Selover. hut it is horrendoUH-
to think of over 300 student*
being bused in snow, sleet,
rain, and icy conditions." the
Superintendent said On a
good day. perhaps one or two
children are sent home suck,
but during the flu season, as
many as 15 children had to be
sent home This often takes
over an hour before parents
