For many centuries the Triennial Councils of the nation of
Ireland hid been held there, and the came of the desertion of
the time-honored seat of legislation shows to what an
enormous height the ecctesiasticil power had risen.

A criminal, who had fled to the sanctuary of the monastery
of St. Kuan, was forcibly dragged thence to Tata's Hall, and
put to death. The holy abbot and his monks cried aloud against
the 'sacrilegious violation; and, proceeding in solemn
proceaaion to the palace, they pronounced s curse upon its
walla. "From that day." says the annalist, "no king ever
again sat at Tara."

A striking memorial of the Church's triumph on this
occasion was preserved in the name of distinction given to the
monastery, which was ever after, in memory of this
malediction, called "The Monastery of the Curses of Ireland."

Once again the move to stringently regulate pleasure bout
operators has come up in Trenton.

At present, all pleasure boats must be licensed from the
State. Fees are correctly formulated by the site of the boat

The State is considering placing pleasure boats under the
jurisdiction of the Division of Motor Vehicles (DMV) with
resultant inspections «nd operator licensing. Although this
plan may look feasible at first glance. I think it would be a
mistake.

The current ope-ations of the Division of Motor Vehicles
lea ves a lot to be desired Who has not spent wasted hours in an
inspection line? Who has not gone through the mountains of
red tape to renew a lost license or registration'* An additional
burden on this over-extended agency in an area with no
tnhmiss expertise can only load to chaos and frustration for
boat owners. When one considers the added coat to the DMV to
implement such a program on the water, it can only lead to
higher and higher fee* to both the car owner and (he boat
owner

At present the Marine Police do an excellent job of
patrolling the State waterways, especially on butty weekends
in the summer They have the authority to issue tickets
answerable^ in court and perform the necessary functions to
keep la w and order on the water

I can understand a need for beefing up the Marine Police
during busy summer weekends I cannot understand the need
to ensnar I boat owners in a sea of red tape and bureaucracy
