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The wiid raging storm last week was probably the worst
the Jersey coast has seen since the bad one in 1M2. As it so
happened we were attending the American Water Works
convention in Atlantic City. We left South Amboy under bright
sunny skies on Tuesday

Whenever we go to Atlantic City, we always stop at the
Ramshaad Inn for lunch on the way down. This is an elegant
restaurant just off the Parkway at the Bhgentine exit on Route
SO. Their dinner prices are outrageous, but their luncheon
menu Is reasonable and you get the same excellent food Try
it. you'll like it.

Whan we came out from lunch the sun was gone and the
clouds had rolled in. It was only another twenty minutes of
driving before we arrived at Harrahs on Tuesday afternoon
Little did we know that we would not be able to leave Harrahs
until Friday.. .stormbound for three days.

Our room was on the seventh floor and the windows
overlooked the bay and the Atlantic City inlet. For three days
we watched the flying rain whip in the seventy mile an hour

•xband the water rush through the inlet to flood the bay The
only real damage we saw was three large air vents fly off a
lower roof into the bay.

Luckily, the activities of the water convention kept one
busy. There were seminars both in the morning and
afternoons. Topics ranged all the way from how to improve
water plant operations to the latest techniques to improve
water quality.

One seminar covered a new State law which will require
more comprehensive analysis for water quality Previously,
water analysis were required to report mostly inorganics,
such as lead, mercury and silver with a few organic
compounds also required. The new law will require all water
companies to analyze for intricate organic compounds such as
toxin, PCB and amines It's not too expensive to analyze for
conventional inorganic compounds but is very expensive to
analyse for compounds such as toxins and PCB's. To fund this
program the State is imposing a new tax on all wa'er
companies The tax will amount to 10.01 for every 1000 gallons
of water pumped. The tax is effective April l, 1994

One beneficial aspect of the storm was that all seminars
were well attended.
