Interesting and exotic houseplants need not come from a
nursery or florist. You can grow a prickly but elegant
pineapple plant very easily. especially since pineapples are
coming in

To start a pineapple plant you must first choose a {ruit
with a full, bushy crown. Cut off the top carefully, taking about
one-half-inch of the yellow, *woody’’ core of the fruit as well as
the leaves Prepare a pot that is wide enough to accommodate
the entire crown tleafy top). Place a layer of smail stones in
the bottom for drainage and add an even maxture of peat moss
and sand. Remove the lower leaves to expose the stem and
plant pineapple top deep in the soil up to where the leaves
begin Water thoroughly and place it in a sunny window. It
should take about two weeks for roots to form. Getting your
pineapple to bear fruil may take as long as three years. Inthe
meantime, try lo keep it warm -- pineapple plants like an
average temperature of about 75 degrees Water, once or
twire a week
