Wednesday, April 18th. were
held on Saturday morning at
Sacred Heart Church Mr
Zebro suffered a heart attack
while playing golf at the
Tamarack County Golf
Course in East Brunswick on
Wednesday afternoon Me
died at the Middlesex
General University Hospital
in New Brunswick

Born in Soulli Amboy, he
was a lifelong resident here

A graduate of Sacred Heart
Grammar School and Harold
G Hoffman High School, he
had worked for five years
with Mack Motors in
Plainfietd

For the past 22 years he
was employed as a foreman
by the Middlesex County
Parks Department at
Roosevelt Park in Edison and
was president of the Parks
Department Employees
Association

Mr Zebro served as
councilman for the city of

Once again New York City has proven itself a bad
neighbor by allowing tons of garbage to gel away from its
Fresh Kills Landfill on Staten Island and be deposited on New
Jersey beaches along the Arthur Kill and Rarilan Bay New
York City seems to feel that none of the laws and regulations
enacted toclean uptheenvironment apply tothem

The normal garbage deposits are bad enough, but when
one considers that within the garbage there is a considerable
amount of medical refuse such as syringes, bandages,
unlabeled drugs and other hospital discards, the situation
becomes Intolerable.

The beach along Cliff Road in Sewaren is the hardest hit
What bothers me most is that this is the same beach 1 used to
swim, fish and crab from as a kid

Woodbridge is leading the court fight against New York to
eliminate the influx of the urwanted garbage from the Fresh
Kills Landfill. Apparently, there is a consent decree in theli S
District Court to the effect that the Staten Island landfill will
be shut down if New York City does not correct the situation by
1986 1 wonder if it will ever come to pass New York City
always seems to get endless extensions for their pollution
habits A more reasonable approach might be to make New
York submit to the courts a workable plan to eliminate the
problem in a reasonable time and then have the court monitor
the step-by-step progress and, if the progress ii not within the
time frame submitted, a stiff fine should be imposed
Everyone listens when they get hit in the pocket book

I walked part of the South Amboy beach to see what kind of
an impact this problem had on our beach We mostly lucked
out on this one 1 did see some discarded syringes and
unlabeled drug containers, but there were relatively few
Probably even a few is more than enough

What saves our beach is the fact that our beach sits back a
reasonable distance from the sweep of the current going down
the bay. Fortunately, the medical debris mostly bypasses
South Amboy in the current Unfortunately, it winds up on
beaches in Lawrence Harbor and farther south There should
be no medical debris for any community to worry about.

At some point in time, the City of New York must be forced
to meet its pollution responsibilities and slop using the
metropolitan waterways for its pri vate cesspool
