Helen Morgan points out that Johnson's was more hike 4
country general store wiih a complete stock of groceries plus a
selection of dry goods and notions Customers cou.d also
purchase hay, straw and various animal and poultry feeds
These items were stored in an adjacent building referred to as
the “‘{eed shed.”” Helen recalls that most customers had thewr
purchases recorded on small pad or credit book, Aand accounts
were seltied weekly or monthly. Grandpa Juhnson also had a
branch store n Melrose

To elaborate on the credit system ol yesteryear - the
credit books that the old time merchants used for credi
huying were anything from a sheet torn out of a school writing
pad. a ledger sheet, or a nolebook The most refined credit
hook was an orange covered book about 4 x 5'; inches with
carbonized pages. The vendor tore out the original page with
the hist of purchases, and the customer kept the book with a
carbon copy of the list on his book This system of "‘onthearm”
or “'on the cuff’’ buying was used by grocers. general slores.
hakers. and butchers.

Worthy of note is that just aboul all butcher shops of about 50
vears ago were open on Sunday morning for three to five
hours The reason was lack of refrigeration -- the family
webox wasn't big enough nor cool enough for fresh meat
storage If you had to store meat in an icebox, you would place
itontopoftheiceintheice-chamber OnSaturday. you'dorder
an extra large piece of ice to last over the weekend and there
was no roon: for the meat storage -- so you had to rely on the
" butch'" tobe able to pick up fresh ineat for the Sunday dinner

potatoes are quite easy to grow. Be sure you choose a firm.
plump potato Insert several tooth picks in it about a third of
the way from anend. Choose a glass container and suspend the
potato in it by resting the tooth picks on the rim Fill the
conlainer with water until it covers about half the sweet
potato. Maintain the water level by refilling each day When
several healthy roots have formed on the submerged nortion,
you can plant it in a clay pot Choose one thal is three to four
inches larger in diameter than the potato Fill with a rich soil
and keep the plant in a sunny spot away from drafts See to it
that thesoil is slightly moist at all times
