On 34tk Anniversary

Saturday, May 19, 1984,
imarked the 34th Anniversary
of the explosion at Pier 4 on
the foot of Augusta Street,
which took the lives of 26
Healing Company employees
amdl 5 coal barge captains,
and  injured over 350
residents of South Amboy
and Perth Amboy. v

The blast was caused by
the detonation of 420 tons of
military  explosives and
dynamite

The damage caused by the
+xplosion was extensive and
was estimated at close to
$22.000,000. For transfer
hghters. the "‘Powder Pier’
Pier 41, railroad cars, and
prers and equipment in the
walerfront area were
demolished. Windows were
blownout up to eight miles
away from the blast, while
nroperty damage extended
over twenty-five miles.
There was damage in almost
every one of the 2,700
buildings and South Amboy.
ANnd 2,200 in Perth Amboy.

A record-setting 9,000
count indictment against the
Kilgore Manufacturing Co. of
Newark, Ohio, was the result
of one of the most

See The May 30th Eclipse Safely

One of nature's most
dramatic events, a solar
eclipse, occurs on
Wednesday, May 30th.
According to the National
Society lo Prevent Blindness-
New Jersey Affillate, the
safest ways to waich this
late-morning event are by

indirect viewing, on
television, or at a
professionally  sponsored
eclipss watch.

“Viewing - the eclipse

- directly can be dangerous,”

says Alfonse A. Cinotti, M.D
Chairman, Medical Advisory
Committese, of the New
Jorsey Affiliate. ''When you
look st the sun, your eye's
lens focuses the intense light
on the retina — that delicate
layer of cells at the back of
the eye thal sends visusi
tothe brain.

" retina dees not feel
in. You don't know it is
burned. Butit can be, at

the very center of your feld
of vialon. And can be
done about it!"’

The Astronomical League
reports that the eclipse will
begin in New Jersey at
approximastely 11:21 AM
E D.T. The moon will appear
to be taking a bite,cr moving
across the sun. bnllke the
total eclipse of 1979, this
May's eclipse will be
ANNULAR. Even though the
moon will cross over the sun,
anowuter ring or ANNULUS of
the sun’'s stmaosphere will be
visibleat all times. 84 percent
of the sun will be obscured
during the time of the
maximum eclipse at 12:52
PM EDT. in New Jersey.
The moon will have
completely across the
sunby2: MPMEDT.

To view (he eoclipse
INDIRECTLY, the Society
recommends the following :

1. Get two sheets of white
cardboard.

3. Make a pinhole in the
center of one of them.

3. 8TAND WITH THE SUN
ATY BACK.

“« W one shest of

cardboard in each hand, hold
the sheet with the pinhole so0
that the sun shines through
the hole onto the other sheet.

5. Adjust the sheets to focus
the light. (You can change
the size of the image by
changing the distance
between the sheets )

6. Now, by looking at the
bottom sheet, you can see an
exact image of the sun and its
eclipse. As the moon slowly
crosses in (ront of the sun,
you canseeit alt happen!

The Society cautions that
peopie using this method
should NOT LOOK AT THE
ECLIPSE THROUGH THE
PINHOLE. Similarly,
photographers shooting this
evenl are csutioned nok lo
look al the sun through their
camera viewfinder.
