ERCP was introduced into
Middlesex (‘ounty in 1970 by
Dr  Rushnak. who also
performed the first
diagnostic ERCP at South
Ambay Memorial Hospital in
1981 Since that time. the
procedure has grown in
popularity among
physicians, especially for
evalualion of patients with
diseanes of the biliary tree or
pancreas or Lhose who
present symptoms  of
jaundice or abdominal pain
ol unknown origin. Dr.
Plumser. who has special
training  in  papitlotomy,
joined Dr Rushnak in 19683,
