It's areally nice piece of land, furnished with trees, and
eventually some green grass (when the seed grows). Add a
few park benche. to the area, and you may have a pretty nice
place to spend the afternoon. .

The hot, humid dog days are upon us. When this occurs,
thoughts of water availability come to mind. Everyone uses
more water during hot weather which strains the waler
distribution system.

At present there is sufficient water available in South
Amboy to handle the extra consumption. However, water
pressure problems can develop during peak periods of water
usage. If everyone will coopérate, pressure problems during
the current hot spell cen be minimized.

The peak hours of water drawn are between 6:30 and 9:00
in the morning and betwecn 4:00 and 8:00in the evening. These
are the hours when households are most active with cooking,
bathing at'd other activities. During these hours lawns and
gardens should not be watered, cars not washed and
swimming pools not filled. Also, mothers should do the family
wash between 9 a.m. and 4 p. m. Following these simple rules
can be helpful in eliminating most of our water pressure
problems.

It all waters down to using common sense. Be aware that
during hot, humid days everyone uses more water.
Rearranging the time factor for some water activities can
significantly reduce the stain on the water consumption and
distribution system.

Stricter Peaslties
For Fireworks Imposed

Stiffer  penalties  for
discharging or possessing
{ireworks will be enforced in
South Amboy this 4th of July
according to Captain Robert
Kelly of the South Amboy
Police Department.

State-wide increases in the
number of accidents related
to the use of fireworks have
prompted officials lo impose
stricter fines and possibie jail
sentences for the
unauthorized use of fire
works in New Jersey.

“We're trying to impress
upon the parents to warn the
kids about the dangers
involved in the use of
fireworks.” said Kelly.
“Over the past few years,
we've had over 100 people

treated in Emergency
Rooms for burns, eye
mijuries, lacerations. or

amputations due to accidents
withfireworks."

Under the new law, shop
owners guilly in the sale of
fireworks are now guilty of a
Disorderly Person's Offense
and can be issued a
maximum fine of $1000 and
up to 8 months in jail if
convicted, as opposed to the
previous law of a $100 fine.
Anyane fourd in possession of
fireworkts or in the act of
discharging fireworks s
guilty of a Petty Disorderiy
Person’s Offense and can be
issued @ maximum fine of
$500 and up to§ months in jail.
