She recently reported that CAT scans of brains of live
rhesus monkeys given an amount of THC equivalent to human
inUkeof one marijuana cigarette per day for two to five years
showed enlargement of the frontal horns of the brain -

The fore brain, the most developed part of the brain in
humans and primates, is thought to control self-awareness,
initiative and planning and to stimulate the cortex, where
abstract thinking takes place

These recent findings are consistent with existing
psychological profiles of long-term marijuana users Lack of
motivation, inability to relate toothers, impaired memory and
the inability to express emotions are common psychological
effecU of marijuana use over severs! years Short-term
effecU of the drug can include impaired immediate memory
and reduced ability to think and learn.

A 1962 study by the National Institute on Drug Abuse of
seniors in high schools across the U S indicated that six
percent used marijuana daily and 29 percent had smoked
marijuana within the last month prior to the survey These
statistics indicate a potential for serious - and possible long-
term - consequences on the learning processes of Americsn
youth and subsequently on the entire educational system.
