Marijuana can be more dangerous to health than cigarette

smoking, according to studies reported by the American
Council for DnujEducation

Marijuana contains tar. harmful gases and 50 percent
more of some, cancer causing agents than does tobacco,
according to the Council. Marijuana smoke also can inhibit the
lungs' infection fighting abilities and cause cell changes which
can lead to cancer, researchers found Additionally, ailments
such- as bronchitis, emphysema, sinusitis, pharyngitis and
laryngitis have been linked to marijuana use. reports the
Council

The effects on the lungs for heavy pot smokers can be
serious The studies have shown that just a few years of
habitual use of some forms of marijuana can have the same
advene effects as lOto 20 years of cigarette smoking

Unlike tobacco whose dangerous compounds are being
reduced, marijuana is becoming stronger and containing
higher concentrations of carcinogens and other harmful
compounds, according to the studies.

The use of both tobacco and marijuana has great
implications for the youn*- in the U S For teenagers, the
combination of cigarette and marijuana use can mean
respiratory problems early iniife, the Council says

Bill Garnett, our animal coordinator, has submitted tJst
following comments on raccoons for your nosBory trivia.

While most wild animals retreat from urban areas, taw
raccoons find cities s haven. Protected from predators, and
able to use any small space for a den, raccoons are finding life
in thecity to their liking.

Raccoons have a ready food supply in the form of trash. Glen
Dudderer. wildlife specialist at Michigan State University,
has researched the problems caused by urban raccoons.
Garbage is an important food source for them and they are
persistent enough to beat the most foolproof system he said.

Raccoons will spend hours experimenting with trash can
lids until they hit upon the right combination and learn to open
it The best way to a void the problem Dudderer said was to use
flex cords with hooks on each end to secure the lid on the trash
can. Heavy weights can also be used effectively

Raccoons can use almost any small area to set up a den. The
most common area in this case is a chimney When the young
become a few months old they begin to make noise and become
noticeable.

The solution to keep them out of chimneys is simple Well
secured wire mesh will prevent them from getting in Once
they are in. however, there is^little that can be done except to
wait until the young are old enough to move out

This usually takes a few weeks.
It isn't uncommon for raccoon populations to become

greater in residential areas than in the surrounding rural areas.
Once the number becomes too great, disease moves in to
control the population Raccoons are commonly susceptible to
canine distemper which is transmitted by domestic dogs.
Another disease, also transmitted by contact with dogs is
parvo-virus Rabies is also a problem and raccoons are
considered a primary carrier of this disease m the south-
eastern stales

While some stales allow raccoons as pets, the practice
should not be encouraged Their nocturnal habits make them a
noisy nuisance at night, and although cute when young, they
often undergo a drastic personality change when mature Two
years ago a young girl in Michigan was killed by a raccoon that
had been kept us a family pet They are wild animals and
should lw treated as such „ L . . ,
