MARIJUANAAND HEALTH -
THE REPRODUCTIVE SYSTEM

Marijuana use by young psople during or prior to puberty
can effect sexual development according to studies reported
by the American Council for Drug Education.

Active ingredients n marijuana, call cannabinoids,
interfere with the nerve cells and hormone glands that control
sexual development. In particular, marijuana affects the
hypothalamus, which during puberty contrils the release of
hormones (rom the pituitary gland. THC, the psychoactive
ingredient in marijuana, also is known to have an affect on
developing ovaries and testes.

Studies of young women found that the incidence of
disrupted menstrual cycles was approximately three times
higher in woman who used marijuana. Males whn used
marijuana daily also were studied and found to have up to 4
percent less of the hormone testosterons. This hormone is
secreted daily by the body and controls development of male
characteristics and the production of sperm. In male fetuses,
testosterone controls the initial development of the sex organs
and is involved with programming the brain for hormone
secretion.

The effect of marijuana on future generations is unknown
but the Council reports that studies have associated symptoms
of abnormalities of the nervous system and low birth weight of
offspring with marifuana use by the mother during
pregnancy.
