MARIJUANA USE AND DRIVING

Use of marijuana is having an effect on traffic safety,
creating a potential for serious conssquences on the highway .
For example, a California study indicsted that 25 percent of
those arrested for unsafe driving were found to be under the
influence of marijuans.

Studies reported by the American Council for Drug
Education have found that marijuana users experience a
decreased awareness of themselves and of the environment
around them for three to five hours after using the drug.

Other side effects of marijuana can include a distorted
sense of time, inability to judge distances and speed, reduced
peripheral vision, impaired imm.adiate memory, lack of
coordination and sleepiness -- all of which can create driving
hazards.

Marijuana use among the nation's young, coupled with the
