Apartment
Variance Granted

A use variance for the
construction of three
apartment unts at the site of a
former pizza parlor on Pine
Avenue has been granted by
the Zoning Board of
Adjustment

The request for the
variance was made by
Jaroslow Skok, through a
polish interpreter, who asked
the board to allow him to
convert the building into four
apartments for his family

Board Chairman Robert
Downs recommended that
Skok construct only three
apartments in the building,
citing safety factors which
would exist in construction at
the site

In granting the variance,
boar members required that
no commercial uses could be
connected with the building,
and that the basement of the
building must remain
vacant The board also
required Skok to provide six
off-street parking spaces for
the building

The applicant has already
notified the owner of a lawn
mower service attached to
the building that the verbal
leasing arrangement for the
business wilt be terminated

None of the three families,
one of which is a DYFS foster
parent family, relinquished
the children into the
strangers custody

State, local and Human
Services police, as well as the
Sussex and Monmouth
County prosecutors offices
are investigating the three
incidents.

Reports involve at least
three individuals a woman
and two men all in their mid
twenties The descriptions of
the woman, as well as two
vehicles that may have been
used, are the same in two
incidents

Families who were
approached by the woman
report that she is tall, white
famel with medium length
blond hair worn back from
the forhead She has blue
eyes and wears olue rimmed
glasses In '.wo cases, the
woman was seen dresed in a
skirt and blouse, wearing
flat-heeled shoes and
carrying a dark colored
notebook
she has used the names
"Carol" and "Susan
McKay" Authorities believe
that she is familiar with
DYFS procedures.

Two men are also invovled
in the reported incident*
One, a black man. calls
himself "Bob" and has been
seen accompanying the
woman on one occasion At
that, time he was posing as a
DYFS supervisor and was
dressed in * tailored, three-
piece business suit.

A white male, also in his
mid-twenties, has
accompanied the black man
onat least one occasion

A small, four-door silver
car with an unidentified
official-looking seal on the
side door has been associated
with two of the incidents In
addition, a blue car of
unknown make, also with
seals on the doors, is believed
to have been used by the
employee impersonators

According to Thomas

Blatner. DYFS management
f i m director, the first
incident occurred in
Monmouth County on July 12
and involved a home where
eight children are presently
under DYFS. supervision.
The Sussex County incidents
took place on both July 26 and
July 29.

The reasons the
impersonators gav* for the
desired removal of children
included poor condition of
clothing, "unfit parents" and
lack of cleanliness of the
children In at least two of the
report cases, they knew both
the names of the families and
of the children living in the
homes

Commissioner Albane.se
explained that DYFS
employees are identifiable
by a Ntw Jersey Department
of Human Services photo ID
cars This card displays a
clear photograph of the
employee and certifies that
the holder is "an authorized
representativeofDYFS"

"I strongly urge anyone
with any information
concerning the identity of the
persons involved in this
impesonation to come
forward immediately, he
added

Persons who are
approached by DYFS
employees should request to
examine this identification
card If they have any doubts
concerning the validity of the
card or the person holing it,
they should not hesitate to
contact their local DYFS
district office, listedu nder
community or children's
services in the front of their
telephone directory

The commiss ioner
emphasized that anyone who
comes in contact with or is
appDached by persons
fitting the descriptions of
these people should
immediately contact the
nearest police department
They can also call the

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COCAINE AND HEALTH
The number of deaths and convulsions caused by cocaine

is increasing at an alarming rate, said Dr. Mark Gold, founder
of a national cocaine help hotline, "800-COCAINE,11 and
auihorof thebook, MIHXKAINE '

The increased number of deaths and epileptic type
convulsions, Gold says, is due to more widespread use of the
drug and to the amount and method of administration.

Known effects of cocaine abuse include heart failure,
respiratory paralysis and convulsions, all of which can result
in death These physical dangers are on the Increase as
cocaine sold Illegally is becoming purer. Gold said.

Other side effects of cocaine use Include raised body
temperature and increased blood pressure and heart rate.

The drug also has a powerful effect on the brain. Cocaine
causes a strong sense of euphoria for a period of 10 to 30
minutes, followed by depression, anxiety and tension
Prolonged use of the drug can cause deep depression.
hallucinations, confusion and paranoia.

With the dangers of cocaine abuse becoming more
serious, cocaine presenU an Increasing threat to the health of
its users.
