My
wifeand | recently found a ‘‘sleeper'’ restaurant that had very
good food and competitive prices.

Normally when we head down ‘0 the shore we wind up at
one of our favorites such as the '‘Shrimp Box'' or

“Philomenas’’ on the inlet in Point Pleasant or the
“Crabsclaw’’ or "'Krones' in Lavalette. '‘Philomenas’ has
great homemade italian food and the other three are basically
seafood eateries.

Interesting Americana - Abraham Lincoln was elected
President in 1880, John F. F.ennedy in 1960. Their great
contributions were in civil rights. the Emancipation
Proclamation and the Civil Rights Act of 1984. . .Both Lincoln
and Kennedy were assassinated on Friday in the presence of
their wives. Each was succeeded by a Johnson: Andrew and
Lyndon B., both of whom were Democratic Senators from the
South. Andrew Johnson was born in 1808; Lyndon Johnson in
1908. . .John Wilkes Bonth, Lincoin's assassin, was born in
1839; Lee Oswald, Kennedy's assassin, in 1930. Both were slain
before their trials. . .Lincoin's secretary, named Kennedy,
advised him not to go to Ford's Theatre ; Kennedy's secretary,
named Lincoln, advised him not to goto Dallas.
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Going back to our article on BATS a few months ago, there

has been recent information about rabies released by J.
Richard Goldstein, N. J. State Commissioner of Heaith.

‘“The only wildlife rabies which is believed to axist in New

~Jersey at this time is in bata. There is a concern, however, that

rabies may establish itsell in the terrestrial wildlife

tion here. This concern is based on the rapid spread of

the disease in raccoons northward along the eastern seaboard.

During the last few years rabies in raccoons has become

established in Virginia and has spread to neighboring states,

including Pennsylvania.'

There is an increese in animal bites and it is essential that
each incident be rvsolved according to the following
recommendations.

1. BATS

Every known direct contact with a bat, whether or not a
bite has occurred, should be immediately telephoned into this
department. This is an emergency situation. If the bat has
been recovered, it must be delivered to the state rabies
laboratory at once. Provocation is not an issue where bats are
concerned. All possible exposures require an evaiuation by a
Department representative.

2. FOXES, RACCOONS, SKUNKS AND OPOSSUMS

Bites by these animals should be discussed with the State
Department of Health by telephone. THERE IS NO
ACCEPTABLE QUARANTINE PERIOD FOR THESE
SPECIES. The animal may need lo be examined as an
emergency procedure.

3.STRAY DOGSANDCATS

Stray dogs and cats often bite people and the animal
frequently escapes. In New Jersey, with an excellent rabies

control record, nearly all such bites do not require rabies
vaccine. If the circumstances are unusual, or the attack is
unprovoked or particularly vicious, the incident should be
promptly discussed with Department personnel.

4. RODENTS AND LAGOMORPHS X

(Include rats, mice, squirrels, gerbils, rabbits and
hares.)

Theseanimals have had a very low incidence of rabies and
there is no recorded case of human rabies from exposure to an
infected rodent and lagomorph. Unless the circumstances
are unusual, when these animals are involved in bites, they
need not be examined as an emergency. Rodents and
laboratory animals raised in cages from infancy need not he
examined.

Health officials are requested to recommend that wild
animals not be kept as pets. There is no rabies vaccine
licensed for use in wild animals and no evidence that animal
vaccines produce acceptable levels of immunity in wild
animals.

All such bites of any kind should be reported to your local
Health Department. , :
