Burglary Suspected
As Cause Of Lumber Fire

Police are investigating
the posasibility of an
attempted burglary as the
cause of Saturday's fire at
the Miller, Bergen. and
Wetsh Lumber Company on
Broadwav which destroyed
two buildings and caused
over $200,000 damage.

Police officials and
members of the Middlesex
County Arson Task Force
said that evidence of a forced
entry was found on the scene
and 1t is believed that an
attempt was made to
force open the safe

An acetylene torch was
also found in the safe area.
where the fire is believed to
havestarted.

Fire Companies were
called to the scene of the
blaze early Sunday morning
and battled the lire for nearly
five hours before it was
brought under control. South
Amboy fire and first aidunits
were assisted by companies
from Madison Park. Old
Bridge. Perth Amboy. and

The fire destroyed two
buildings of the Miller,
Bergen and Welsh Company
where the bulk of the
company's inventory was
stored. plus two trucks and a
forklift owned by the
company The fire aiso
damaged a neighhecring
unoccupied apartment
building at 179 North
Broadway

A Perth Amboy Fire
Rescue unit collided with a
car while n:hing to the fire
and (lipped over at the
intersection of Smith Street
and Watson Avenue in Perth
Amboy.

Although no one was
injured in the accident, the
truck damaged several
parked cars and knocked
down a telephone pole
according to Perth Amboy
