Frank Cross, a resident of
Matawan and a native South
Amboyan, brought the
members of the South Amboy
City Council the results of a
study made by him on how
Broadway, may be
revitalized at a meeting at
City Hall Monday

Equipped with a number of
colorful charts, which he
made frequent references to,
Mr Cross made several
explicit points which, he saH,
were vital to the success c(
this program

Underlying the success (or
failure) of this project was
the degree of enthusiasm and
energy that is applied by the
governing body and the
amount of cooperation given
by the local merchants and
businessmen

He pointed out that,
presently, there are many
vacant premises the length

and breadth of Broadway
which need to be occupied by
enterprising investors to
conduct commercia l
services for the residents to
bring them back to town to do
their shopping and to make
Broadway act ive
economically

"Establish small market
areas and centers but do not
try to compete on a large
scale with the shopping
centers, "hesaid

"Create an advisory
committee to include city
council members, building
owners, bankers, and
merchants Make a
feasibility analysis of the
street The best approach is
the real estate approach
Determine what you c»n do
with the streetscape' and
begin pumping money into
the businesses to encourage
and stimulate inU""Pst and
enthusiasm," he stated

the initial cost of the program

"Seme measures would
hams to be taken to prevent
the benches and resting
areas from being dominated
and controlled by the
perennial street congregants
to the exclusion of the
shopper." In fact, he made a
strong issue ef the matter of
public safety which, he said,
was an important matter
brought to his attention by
the local businessmen whom
he interviewed.

"Encourage the
investment of private
money," he declared, "Ic
renovate the interiors as well
as the exteriors of the
buildings

"Apply for public funds
which could be used as loans
or grant* to the local
merchants." he added, "so
that they could begin
improving their properties
and stimulate the advent of
new businesses and
investors
Some Present Drawbacks

Much was said by Mr
Cross about the parking
facilities on Broadway
which, he asserted, were
very deficient and
inadequate, a matter or great
frustration for the Broadway
businessmen

"There are only 265
parking spaces on the street,
or about two per 1000 feet of
space

"Four parking places per
1000 feet of space would be
needed," he said "Shopping
centers provide five parking
areas per 1000 feet of space.'
headded

"Many of the existing
parking places are taken by
commuters who park their
vehicles and then take the
trains," he pointed out
"They do not shop in South
Amboy." he insisted

"Some businesses in town
hurt their own causes by
permitting their employees
to park in front of their
storefronts, reducing the
available places that could be
used by shoppers," he made
known

Another adverse situation
presently on Broadway. Mr
Cross said, was absentee
ownership of the buildings

Businessmen are most
reluctant to improve their
facilities if they do not own
the premises If the premises
are improved, their rental
fees go up, which they cannot
afford." Some of them, he

said. abandon their
business as when the rsnUJs
are increased and their
leases expire. "They do not
want to invest taslr own
money in propertJt they do
not own," he declared.

Some of the businessmen,
he said, cannot get the
cooperation of the owners of
the buildings "They do not
want to install fixtures in
buildings owned by others
and, consequently, the
buildings deteriorate and
eventual ly become
unoccupied

About two-thirds of the
buildings on Broadway, he
stated, were rwited by the
businessmen About one-
third are leased or rented.

Eighty Iwo percent of the
businessmen, he said, would
like to remain in South
Amboy if the deterioration of
the buildings and the
inadequate parking could be
corrected

Pedestrian safety was also
one of the great concerns of
ihe merchants

In his survey of the
situation on Broadway. Mr
Crow staled that about one-
half of the merchants found
their buildings to be
inadequate and that about
60% of them had performed
some improvements and
expansions Fifty-nine per
cent wanted interior work
done while seventy-two
percent wished to have
exter ior facade
improvements
