Local Senior Citizens Housing Stalled

Information has been
obtained that the
construction of the local
senior citiznes housing
project at the corner of
Broadway and Gordon
Street. started August 3rd of
this year. has been stalled
awaiting receivership of
funds from the Federal
Housing and Urban
Development agency.

Upon being contacted,
Executive Director Robert
Noble informed the Citi-en
that due to a delay in
clearance by the Internal
Revenue  Service in
determining whether bonds
te be sold to the public to
finance this project would be
tax exempt, the work had to
behaited.

Hospital Holds First HeliportFire Drill

In an effort to insure the
safety of patients and staff,
South Amboy Memorial
Hespital recently held its
lirst heliport fire drill in
cooperation with the South
Amboy Progressive and
Protection Fire Companies.
Les Hergenrother, Director
of Bulldings and Grounds at
the Hospita!, commented on
the reason for the drill, *'In
addition to providing a
comfortable and safe
environment, we must also
be prepared
emergencies, such as a fire
By holdthg drills with other
community agencies, such as
the (ire department. the
hospital is in a much bette
position to assure the safety
of patients and the
community, should a real
incident occur.”

Although the Hospital and
the South Amboy fire
companies had practiced
responding lo fires and other
internal  and  external
dinasters 1., the past, this was
the first ime that a {ire drill
was held on the site of South
