state historical society,
under whose protection the
building falls, since it was
designated a historical site
by the state, Mrs Brookman
disclosed All renovations,
therefore, have to be cleared
first by the state

The building wait erected in
IAA5 and used by the
Methodist Church prior to its
purchase for library quarters
by the city in IMS

Also under discussion was
the replacement of the
ceiling lighting fixtures, or
repa i r of t he present fix tures.
which, according to the
trustees, are difficult to
locate for purchase

Mm Moran stated that the
board should undertake the
repair of several of the large
stained-glass windows which
also have been damaged by
vandals The stained glass
windows are considered of
great aesthetic value One of
them has been damaged by
shotgun pellets and \*
patched up The windows are
not protected by plexiglass
exteriors

Having only been a
member of the police force
since last May, Ptl Kerr has
found very little difficulty
adjusting to the duties and
situations found in police
work

easier bv the other men in thv
department They showed
me how to handle certain
calls and were instrumental
in the basis of pi*)ice training
after 1 attended the
academy

Ptl Kern served in the I S
Navy from 1970-1975. serving
as a radar technician on the
I'.S.S. Leahy, stationed in
Norfolk, VA He later began
training at the Middlesex
