Conrat) would grant at no
ci*t to the county, the right
of way for roadway
purposes Cunrail also
undertakes th<* maintenance
of the crossing once it is
completed

'I here would be many
benefits and cost savings
accruing to ail parties
concerned, according to
Conraii. should the proposal
be accepted

Primarily, the Bordentown
Avenue bridge between Pine
and Steven Avenues, which
was earmarked for major
repairs, would he eliminated
at a great Having

The construction of a new
bridge there would have cost
approximately $800,000
according to Conrail

Hy filling in the space
occupied by the bridge
presently and the
construction of a solid base
roadway there, Conrail
estimates that the cost would
only amount to 1350,000
