Aveording to Fran
b oRarty, certhfied
sleohohism  counselor  at
South Amboy Memorial
Hospital's Community
Mental Health Center, I
vou're making excuses or
covering for the alcoholic in
any way. you're helping his
denial You're part of the
problem Thisis why we refer
to family members, friends
and co-workers as ‘co-
alcoholics’ until they learn,,
with a counselor’s help, how
they must change their
behavior in order to aid the
alcoholic in taking the first
critical step toward sobriety

that their loved one doesn't
have to ‘hit bottom’ in order
tobe an alcoholic We tend to
excuse the alcokolic's
behavior, to protect hirn and
even change our own
behavior lo avoid admitting
that our loved one has a
problem This is taking part
of hisdenial =

Co-alcoholics need to be
aware that him..s have 10 be
set and past patterns
changed if the alcoholhc 1s to
break through the den'al and
begin the lony road to
sobriety  For example,
families should not “‘cover”
for the alcholic by calling his
employer and saying he's
sick. whenactually he's huh
over, Mrs Fogarty sai
Another example of setting
limits is, if supper isserved at
5 pm and the alcoholic
doesn’t show up until 10,
supper should not be served
again to accomodate him
“The alcoholic has to learn
responsibility for his own
actions.”" Mrs Fogarly said,
*And many times it's a
change in behavior of family
members. Ltheir willingness
to take a firmer stand. that
helps the alcoholic confront
his problem sooner

rs Fogarty explained

that the hest way o get the
alcoholic to adm#u there's «
problem and seek help s to
assemble family. employver,
children and co-workers and
confront the alcoholic with
the help of a professional
counselor.
