City Places Entertainment Ordinance on ‘Hold'

The mavor and o
council, wno convened at
regular meeting Wednesday
the day after elections, were
addressed by 4 number ol
tavern owners and their
lawyvers.  who  objected
strenuousiy to the passape of
the Property Maintenance
ordimance whick camic wlore
the councid (st final reading
hefore adoption

As a result. the ordinsnce
was held up for further study
The ordinance deals in part
with entertainment.

Among the tavern
spokesmen was Greg Kave.
owner of the Rendezvous
Lounge. located at 601
Washington Avenue. which
has continuous Go-Gao Girl
entertainment. Monday
through Saturday. and his
lawyer, Robert Blanda

Kave declared that the
specifications of the
ordinance regulating
entertainment would destroy
his business and bankrupt
him

He stated that to repovate
his lounge to meet the
urdinance regulations would
cost him in the nesghborhood
of $250 000

The ordinance specifies
that husiness  providing
entertainment  would  be
required to have a stage at
least 10 feet from areas
occupied by patrons. and 10
feet from any
heverage distribution, as
well as 9 feet from ceiling to
stage floor. and separate

dressing rooms for
perfurmers,  male  and
female. situated so that

entertainment will not pass
through patron areas to
reachtu>m

Difficult
to Meet Standards

Kave remarked that no
husiness establishment thal
offers entertainment could
meet these code
requirements without
completely altering their
edificer at costs that would
exceed the current market
value of their places of
businesa.

In his establishment, he
has a stage that 15 in the
conter of the bar area The
stage ix completely enclosed
by a bannister and in further
separated by a yard wide
walk-around hetween the
stage and the bar. which s

by hartenders
