Needs Repair

A troublesome sanitary
sewer problem at the corner
of John and Feltus Streets
was :eported to the mayor
and council Monday by city
Engineer Frederick Kurtz

Kurtz notified the
governing body that a
fourteen-foot deep well there
is steadily oeing undermined
beneath a manhole
threatening to do damage to
the roadway by a cave-in

Over many years. Kurtz
said, the lime-brick lining of
the well has been damaged
by debris, such as bricks,
lumber, and other heavy
objects, entering the sanitary
sewer and dislodging the
bricks lining the wall of the
well, and causing cavities
because of seepage around
and below the well

Like many areas around
the city, he noted, repairs at
one site are followed by
damage to other sites
because of the old age and
wear and tear over the years
of the sewer network

He notified the city
authorities that he had
contacted four or five
contractors for proposals to
correct the situation but that
none have responded
Meanwhile, city street
employees, he said, have
attempted to stabilize the
situation there

The work is complied led by
the present e in the vicinity of
the well of gas and water
distribution lines which
makes the contractors
unwilling to give Quotas or to
undertake tin- iopof repair
not knowing what they will
encounter, Kurt? stated

Tht mayor and council told
