family and friend* become
strained, if not broken off
entirely and dreams of the
future lose their meaning as
prsent problems grow
insurmountable

person with psychiatric and
substance abuse problems
need a combination of
professional services. South
Am boy Memorial Hospital
and Community Mental
Health Center opened the
Daybreak Program one year
ago in October I9«:i
Commenting on Daybreak's
first anniversary Michael
Leffand.

According to Sylvia
Axelrod. Director of
Rehabilitation Services, the
importance of the program
activities are not only to help
the client with his or her
problems but to assist them
m making "constructive use
of their leisure time " "As its
name suggests. Daybreak
offers hope of a new
beginning for our clients, '
said Mrs Axelrod Sh»*
explained that the co
existence of the alcohol
and/or dru« problem and
psychiatric problems is a
"vicious circle " Kor
example, the lack of
employment might cause
tension, the person may take
alcohol or drugs to relieve
that tension, then feeln guilty
for doing so, which results in
more emotional problems
and possibly more substance
abuse to cope with ti.e pain
"The chemical addiction ha«
to be under control tor the
psychiatric problem to be
effectively handled." Mrs

Axelrod said. "That sa tough
firut Hlep and it lakes time.
I here s » lot oi denial,

especially with alcoholism
Mrs Axelrod added that
most clients need a minimum
of 1 months in the program to
derive bvneut from its
activities

Since the combination of
alcohol and or drug
problems and psychiatric
problems makes it difficult
to sustain employment,
vocational retraining is
emphasized Most of our
clients haven't had the
experience of steady,
rewarding jobs." said Bruce
Schiefrien, Supervisor of tbe
Daybreak Program.
"Productive employment

and the financial benefits and
self-confidence that go along
with it are key ingredients to
maintaining a life style thr?
is free from chemical
dependence and severe
emotional or mental
problems,' she said

The Horizons (lift Shop, an
outgrowth of the Horizons
Program of South Amboy
Memorial Hospital <;\
vocational and social
rehabilitation program for
adults' has proved to be an
ideal re training situation
Inder the supervision of
mental health counselors
Horizons and Daybreak
clients get experience m job
skills, such as hookcepmg
typing and salesmanship
'Most of our clients find

working in the Shop very
rewarding

Looking back over
Daybreaks first year. Mrs
Axelrod said the response to
the program in the best
measure of its success Our
clients are battling with two
problems at oner and total
victory isn't always
feasible."

Captain Robert Kelly. head
of (he local police
department detect ive

Complaints against Aceta
have been signed by
Detective Raymond Durski

The investigation even
crossed state lines and
involved the Federal Bureau
of Investigation < FBI i. which
conducted laboratory tests
for the local police the

Pennsylvania State Hylice,
and the police authorities of
the county of Middlesex and
the county of Cumru in
Pennsylvania

Working in concert, the
police were able to piece
together many pieces of
evidence which enabled them
to execute a search warrant
at the home < f the suspect
which produced materials
believed to be stolen in the
burglaries and tie Aceta to
the fire and the burglaries

Assisting in the
investigation also was the
Middlesex County Arson
Task Force, led by Detective
Charles Clark

THey
presented a petition
objecting tu the transfer
They also voiced opinions
about the noises emanating
at night from the patrons of
the Go-Go entertainment
firm

Also speaking at the
hearing was Fire Chief
Francis Mulvey who
expressed his fears about fire
apparatus having access to
the area congested by parked
cars along the narrow
streets Highland Street is a
one-way street

William Faccidomo. of
Holmdel. who is president of
Antelope, !nc , the
corporation Uwt is seeking
the transfer, stat d, in
response to a question from
Crunf^man Bruce R
Richmond, that he intends to
continue Ihe Go-Go
entertainment, should trie
council grant the transfer, in
spite of the problems created
in noises and parking by the
patrons

The tavern was closed for
about a year w hen Ihe owner
lost his lease on the property

Faccidomo remarked that
he is seeking an arrangement
for additional parking from <*
neighboring business
establishment to help relieve
this problem

Titanium Pigment plant in nearby Sayreville.

The other private home belonged to John and Mary
Brophy Sullivan. Mary Margaret Brophy. a Sisters of Mercy
tiun for many years, having the religious name of Sister Mary
Perpetua, presently at McCauley Hall in Plainfield
Watchung. is a relative who used to live there.

One of the homes was purchased by Joe "Ocean ' Quinlan,
the former owner of the store on Broadway and John Street,
now "Mario's Subs." Joe was also sometimes nicknamed
"Seaside " He relocated the home on Stevens Avenue, going
vvest and across from the city park between George Street and
. ohn Street It is the second home from the George Street
intersection with Stevens Avenue

The second home was purchased by Joseph Colucci and
located at 322 Henry Street

Gone, also, is the old city hall located on John Street below
Stevens Avenue and adjoining the high school property, and
the fire siren that wai situated on a high pedestal between the
high school and the old city hall, which used to make students
at the school jump, startled, especially the dozing ones in
class, everytime it went off to call together the firemen for a
fire

The horn and siren also were sounded daily at l i m i A M
and7 OOP M to test its operation

Remember Clinton Street between Stevens Avenue and
Broadway prior to 1965 The street, which biaected John Street
and George Street, can hardly be recalled almost 30 years
later

The street, one of the shorteat in the city at the time, was
eliminated to make room for the new South Amboy Public
Elementary School and the addition to the Harold G. Hoffman
High School, mainly the gymnasium and the foyer entrances
and hallway between John Street and George Street. It was
situated approximately where the Elementary School office
and faculty room are now located.

Prior to 1965, it was an excellent street for sleigh-riding,
being inclined downward for propulsion toward John Street,
especially for the younger children because of its short
distance.

The Elementary School replaced the old George Street
school and the Fourth Street school which were damaged
during the May, 1960, munition! explosion at the waterfront.

Jamea P. Tustin was superintendent at the time and Mrs
Leila L. Neil was district secretary Miss Helen Applegateand

Mrs Ann Williams of Pupek Road recalls the time when
she was a young girl standing on a hill next to her uncle in a
large gathering of spectators, a little beyond the Hole in the
Wall on Stevens Ave . and north of it. watching a Pennsylvania
Railroad box car, loaded with smcflteless gun powder,
smoldering

The year was about 1920 There were 16 tracks abreast
then < now reduced to two > which were used for coal cars being
transported from Pennsylvania and West Virginia and Ohio to
the Seaboard Coal Dock Co on the waterfront beyond, w..en
coal was in great demand in the New York Metropolitan area
and Eastern seaboard.

The smokeless powder cars were sidetracked there
temporarily for consignment elsewhere, arriving from the
Hercules Powder Co of Parlin, which was then a subsidiary
company of E I LmPont de Nemours Co . also of Parlin

Ann and her uncle, Dennis Ryan, father of Mrs Helen
Read, wife of the late insurance agent Donald Read, left the
scene after the car stopped smoldering, but later, one of the
other cars carrying the gun powder actually flared up in
flames and was, fortunately, extinguished before the cab
could explode.

Her father was the late Joseph O'Brien who was employed
as a brakeman at the Hole-in the-Wall section area of the
Pennsylvania R R at the time.

The large green-gray duplex home that looms in view off
Kearney Avenue in the Melrose section of Sayreville. Just
beyond the Superservice garage on Route 9, going south, was
the original residence cf Adam and Gertrude Kierst,
grandparents of Adam Kierst of Ward Avenuu, the local
