McCabe's response was
immediate, in case of
spilluge  of hazardous
material endangering the
residents

Upon arriving at the site.
the police report. McCabe
observedtwotank cars, a box
car. a fla! bed car. and a
caboose there Of the S-unit
train, McCabe found three of
the unils derailed, including
twotank cars and the box car

Railroad workmen were
repairing the damage and
righting the cars the rest of
the morning and part of the
afternoon

The first action on the part
of McCabev was to check the
labeling on the cars to
determine if they contained
any noxious materials. He

also spoke to Joseph
Plagesses Conrail avea

supervisuor who was unable
to identfy the contents of the
car< hut assured Mctahe
that the tank cars containe«f
noharmful substance

Plageese informed
McCabe that the primar)
cause af the derailment was by
washout of soil after the
heavy ainfall Monday
However, Conrail did not
notify  pohce  of  the
derailment. as required. a
matter of importaace 1o
residents who would have to
be safeguarded and possibly
evacuated should A
dangerous malerial  be
contained inthe cars during o
derailment
