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Contraei Voted Down
A contract agreement

between the Hoanl of
Education and members ol
the South Amboy Kducation
Association <SAKA> did not
receive the necessary
approval from the teachers
during a vote of the faculty
member* Monday afternoon

The pact, which was bused
on a state-fact finding report
given both parties by state
appointed fact-finder l^rry
Hammer, was voted down 42
to 25 by the teachers

According to Mrs Joanne
O'Brien, president of the
SAKA, the principal
stumbling block was the
distribution of the money
given by the board to the
teachers in setting up the
salary guide

Some of the more senior
teachers in the system
maintained th;il they were
receiving too small a portion
of the money package some
as little as four percent
increases in their sa lanes

The teachers maintain that
the guide was to be reduced to
fifteen steps to reach
maximum pay on the guide
within the next three years
but that it now has twenty
step

The proposal from the
board to the teachers was to
provide the teachers with an
8.5% increase in pay in each
of the next three successive
teaching years

Altnough the Hoard of
Kducation had approved the
contract as submitted lo the
teachers several weeks ago
it cannot become effective
until both the union and the
board ratify it

KabbaticalLeatc

Another factor in the
contract proposal which
teachers found unfavorable
to their interests was the
elimination of a provision for
sabbatical leaves

In previous years, two or
three teachers were able to
submit requests for
sabbaticals each year if they
had successfully completed
seven years in the system If

Sayreville Request
Turned Down

A request from the
municipal government of
Sayreville asking the South
Amboy governing hudy to
adopt an ordinance similar to
the one Sayreville had
adopted regarding traffic
flow on Raritan Street was
turned down by the mayor
and council

Mayor J Thomas Cross
declared that although South
Amboy wifhes to be a good
neighbor, it cannot go along
with the Sayreville request as
it would increase the flow of
traffic on Raritan Street and
add to the congestion that
now exists there

The boro han requested
that through the proposed
ordinance that trucks
weighing over four tons gross
weight be excluded fr
Ridgeway Avenue
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requests were approved,
teachers were qualified In
receive up to K(l% of their
bitsv pay toward financing
their higher educat ion efforts

Another issuejhnt teachers
disagreed with was the lack
of compensation they had
asked for work they
performed in preparing
curriculum guides

A retirement benefit plan
and a health coverage plan
upon severance from the
system were also rejected

The teachers have
t>een working without a new
contract since their last one
terminated June W.h

Lynn Mouncey. a
representative from the New
Jersey Kducat ion
Association. the state
teachers union, has been
advising the local union in
their negotiations and is
expected to continue aiding
the teachers in their
discussions with the hoard to
resolve issues of
disagreement

A Very Tight Kudget
Superintendent of Schools.

John S Olexa stated that he
and Michael Poll district
school secretary and
business administrator, had
worked out budget figures
which took into account the
money package offered to the
teachers and was left with
only $ 1<>.000 to he used as
surplus money by thv board
during the fiscal year

The budget, he declared,
was extremely tight He
expressed disappointment
over the results of 1 he teacher

ratification vote, hoping, he
said that it would be
acceptable to them so that
they could concentrate their
efforts fully on the education

The board, he said, had
nothing to do with the
development of the guide,
which was given to the
teachers to work out for
themselves with the money
package offered by the
board

Mrs <) Hnen stated that
she was also disappointed but
not surprised at the outcome
of the teacher vote on the
proposal, which was rejected
by almost two-thirds of the 77
faculty members

A new negotiating team
will be formed she added
Mrs Carol McDonnell was
the chief negotiator of the
former team

There was no problem
concerning the H 5% raises
over the next three years for
the teachers, according to
Mrs O'Brien, who stated that
the new negotiating team will
try to resolve the existing
issues at the bargaining
table
