We recall, also, Ihe heroics of many rescue people,
especially Walt <Wladz (Jrembowiczt Kelly and the late
Berme Mackiel. both formerly of lower Augusta Street, who
jumped into the bay waters in the midst of great danger U>
rescue a woman and her baby, thrown off one of (he barges
docked there, saving their lives

Our congratulations to'Austin who had completed fifty
some years as a South Am boy voluntary fireman, still on
active duty, the fireman with the most longevity of
consecutive vears of service in the citv!

We have this true story from a very reliable source, a
witness to the event:

In the very early 1920s, shortly after World War I. when
the Ku Klux Klan was active in this region and even held
parades and rallies in town 'a large gathering of residents
even ran them out of town in Perth Am boy wnen the KKK
boldly insulted their religions and ethnic backgrounds* one
South Feltu* Street resident, now deceased, whose name we
withhold, dressed himself in a sheet of white and entered the
candy store and pool room once operated by Rob Monaker and
(ieorge "Rush" Rzopka at the corner of Felt us Street and
Bordentown Avenu* pantomnung a Kukluxer, and scared the
patrons half to death The store later became Lett's tavern

When a trolley was moving up Bordentown Avenue, he
jumped on it and rode it side-saddle as the trolley made a turn
up South Felt us Street, on its way to Morgan, and then hopped
i*M the trolley at its switch point near hishome, in the vicinitv
of the sub station now operated by Jersey Central Power &
l h f ' o .by Veterans Field
