The Assembly Energy and
Natural Resources
Committee recently released
a bill sponsored by
Assemblman George
Otlowski that would provide
179 million in grants to
localities for the
improvement of water
supply and sewage facilities.

the bill. A-1080, would
authorize the sale of bonds by
the State to fund the grants
that would be used for the
upgrading of existing water
supply, sewage or 4torm
sewer facilities or for ihe
acquisition and upgrading of
privately-owned facilities.

The bill conta ins provisions
to ensure that smaller
communities receive a fair
share of the grants.

"The steady deterioration
of our older public and
pri va te water supply, sewage
and sewer systems
endangers the availability
and quality of safe, potable
water." Otlowski said. It
also seriously jeopardizes
efforts to conserve the State's
dwindling imcontaminated
water supplies

The upgrading of
deteriorated or substandard
f;u ihtios also is needed in
niiirn communities to meet
minimal federal and state
w,ttcr quality and health
standards. the Perth
Amhoy mayor continued

Hut many older
municipalities suffer from
acute fiscal distress and
cannot afford to upgrade
such futilities

The magnitude, urgency
and importance of the water
resource quality problem
exceeds thr* federal, state
and UH-HI resources currently
available This bill seeks to
begin meeting the need for
funding far these vitally
needed projects

"I will seek prompt

attention by the full
Assembly to this bill, and I
hope it is soon enacted into
law." Otlowski concluded
