Pagano
said "The precept ion of
governmental intrusion into
citizen's personal lives is
realistic but warranted in
face of the daily toll of lives
and suffering seen on our
nation's highways

Pagano explained that toe
only exemptions from the law
are occupants riding in
vehicles manufactured
before July l. 1966. the date
when car manufacturers
were required to install seat
belts aa standard equipment
Also exempt are rural mail
carriers employed by the US
Postal Service and persons
with written verification
from a licensed physician
that they are unable to wear a
safety belt system for

physical or mental reasons
Those individuals must have
in their possession a written
verification from a
physician Possession of
handicapped license plates
or windshield placards is not
grounds lor an exemption1

from the safety belt
requirement

The driver ol an
automobile is responsible (or
any Iron: seat passenger
under the age ol IK h'ront
seat passengers IH and over
arc responsible lor
themselves and are subject
to receive a summons lor the
seal belt violation

Children under IH months
of age must be in an infant
restraint device when riding
anywhere in the vehicle
Youngsters under five years
of age must be in an infant
restraint device when riding
in the front seal or be secured
by a safety belt if riding in the
rear seat

"Statistics concerning the
number of lives thai would be
saved and accident injuries
reduced are compelling.'
Pagano said "The law is

enforceable certainly all
laws are enforceable because
in the main people obey the
law "

The seat belt law. signed by
Governor Thomas Kean on
November tt, makes New
Jersey the second state in the
nation to enact mandatory
seat belt legislation. New
York began enforcing its law
January 1, and Illinois will
begin on July t Legislatures
in 32 other states will
consider mandatory seat belt
laws this year
