The Germans blew up a
bridge ahead. cutting off
Greico's platoon from their
division. Ammunition was
low and critical. To avoid

disaster, a footbridge was

bwlt by the platoon engineers
v.hich Greico and his men
could use to replenish tneir

firepower
“We carried 1t back in
anything we could find

available.” the heavy-voiced
sergeant explained. using
such conveyances as baby
carriages  and  hastily
constructen facsimites  of
wagons

The going was tenuous and
risky and the men had toslow
down until a safe margwn of
ammunition could he
accumulated  before o

stronger bridge ¢ould be
butlt to hold down the
territory and heavier

equipment could be hrought
forth and put into action

Greico showed his heroism
by volunteering for the
mission to cross the Khine
River at night in stealth in a
rubber boat to ascertain what
strength the Germans had
there and with what
rquipment and tvpes of guns
so that he could relay this
information to the 1A
headquarters

He and hix men were the
first to wear the combat
infantry badge MHe was
always there to ratly his men
and to be the first to craw!
into a gully to aid a scout that
was wounded and in need of a
medic¢, his citation reads

“I'm glad I still have the
chance to enjoy this honor
with my (amily.” Greice
ex.’laims "'Many were not ar
fortunateas]

Fought Along with
General Patton

For a short time Vic fought
with General Patton's Third
Army Tank Corps He also
Baw mervice wnrthe First,
Seventh and Fifteen Arnties
and, after the European
Theatre, served briefly. as
well, inthe Pacific Theatre.

Vie #ntered the  service
Ystore Warld War H oentey of
the United States, mgnmé up
March 21, 1941, He served
Uncle Sam for almost five
yearsinall.

He is happiest when with
his  fourteen-month  old
granddaughter Danjelle
Marie Bove. daughter of
Karen Bove, his eldest
daughter

Presently the deputy grand
knight of South Amboy K of C
Council No 426 and s{ated to
hbecome grand knight. Vic is
also a member of VFW Post
