An ordinance has been
prepared and discussed by
the full body of the mayor and
council al th*»ir business
meeting Monuay ll is
expected to be introduced at
this week's regular council
meeting

The ordinance would be
el feel i ve four months from
the dale of its introduction on
first reading and calls for a
mandatory separation of
newspapers glass and
aluminum cans by the
residents

The ordinance is largely
t he work of (ouneil President
Frank Tarallo who has l>een
inveMigatmg the disposal of
wuste materials for a
number of months past to
inaugurate such a program
in the city that would
incorporate the ixst possible
features now in effect in other
communities in the region

Council President Tarallo
al first had hoped for this
program to be voluntary, as
in Sayrevillo anJ South
Kiver. but because of the
slate code requisite on
recycling. grants are
awarded to municipalities
only if their prog.ims are
mandatory

Smith Amboy is just one of
the communities expressing
concei n r ver the ever
growing need for solid waste
disposal and the increasing
costs of collection of these
material* ard tin impact nn
the environment

The ordinance reads, in
part

"Whereas, there is an
increasing necessity to
conserve our natural
resources, and

Whereas, the reduction of
the amount of solid waste lo
be disposed i>* will reduce the
cost of disposal and M the
same time the separation,
collection and sale of
recyclable materials will
reduce the financial burden
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of solid waste disposal and
"Whereas, the collect ion of

used newspapers glass, and
aluminum cans for recycling
purposes from residences
and non-residences in the
City of South Amboy will, for
the reasons herein set forth,
foster and promot*? the
general public interest;

"Now. therefore, be it
ordained by the Mayor and
Council of the City of South
Amboy

The ordinance defines
"used newspapers" lo
exclude magazines and
periodicals, "solid waste" as
garbage and rubbish and
"glass as products made
from silica or sand, soda ash
and limestone, transparent
or translucent, excluding
blue and flat glass commonly
known as window glass

The governing body will.
b> this ordinance, invest the
Dept of Public Works with
the authority to establish
rules and regulations for the
routine DICK up of the
mentioned materials Only
the physically handicapped
would be exempt from
separating them for
collection from the
curbsides

would become public
properly and lo be picked up
only by designated servicp
organizations such as Boys
Scout*, titrl ScouU. and other
participating ii«err»«* ««ch

Pick-ups by unauthorized
persons from the curbs would
be considered a violation
subject to punishment as
provided

Residents however, would
