Since the plant can't be killed by any known herbicide, it
requires frequent cutting since its roots run deep and wide.
The mavor, J. Thomas Cross, who said he often traverses the
city to check on things, has missed seeing them, since they are
not easily seen from the roadside, or noticed, but promised to
have them taken rare of The plant was once imported from
Japan in the midwest for cattle feed, it was said

The mayor declared that residents have himself,
members of the council, or any city official to call to report
problems that occur and need »aking care of

The recycling ordinance adopted by the mayor and
council last week came under extensive review at the public
forum of the meeting with many informative questions betag
asked the city officials for clarification purposes by two
