Sale of Waterworks,
Incinerator Council Topics

Mayor J Thomas Cross
stated thal purchase of the
South Amboy water supply
system by Middlesex Water
Company is "‘the safest bet
wehave '’

This statemenl was in
response {o queations raised
about the sale of the
watlerworks by Kathryn
Sager, a resident of Cedar
Street, at the recent Cily
Courcil meeting

“Our fresm( walter supply
comes {from the ()id Bridge
Sands and Farrington
Sands,'" the mayorsaid.

*‘We are at the lower end of
the water supply slrata
which supplies polable water
to neighboring communities
That is why our water has
such a high iron content.’’ he
continued.

"'We dug a water well anhout
four years ago and obtained
only 200 gallons of it from the
well instead of the 500 we
expected

“Here 1s a way for us to
have water We may not have
itten vears from now

“If  someone  spills
something at our
walerworks, we may have (o
shut down and be without
water [ wouldn't want (o tel)
our people that we don’t have
any waler

Mrs Sager inquired about
Middiesex Water Company's
water source

Busineas Administrator
answered that Middiesex
water Company has rights to
obtain potable water from
the Delaware and Rarntan
('anal

Wauter a High Priority

Delaware and Raritan
Canal 1s a major source of
surface water in Central
Jersey. Smoiney added It
was remarked that
Middlesex Water Company
can also purchase water
from Elizabethtown Waler
Compary

The mavor added that
water is a mgh prioritv in this
area and that other
munmicipalities. such as
Sevreville and Old Bridge
have water problems

A 29 mile mpehline
conpecting the Middiesex
Water Company with kFast
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Brunswick's waler supply
system was started April
22nd.

Sayreville is presently
seeking to construct a
R'ipe!ine segment from the

iddiesex Water Company's
Car]l J Olsen treatment
facility in Edison to the
Sayreville-Old Bridge border
at a costof $8 or $8 million.
