The principal complaints
have come from residents of
Rosewell Street, particularly
during the past two council
meetings

Inhabitants of the street
have expressed concern for'
the safety of their children
and the annoyances they
cause

One resident described
what appeared to him to be a
race of two of the bikes, going
neck and neck, down the
street

They have complained of
the noise from the bikes
disturbing them during the
late hours of the night and the
early hours of the morning

Police have increased their
surveillance of the operation
of these vehicles, it was
disclosed, especially at the
landfill

Concilman Bruce
Richmond promised the
petitioners that the city will
control the bike situation

The newly-introduced
ordinance, according to law
director Convery Clark, will
deal with municipal
properties only, including the
landfill and city-operated
parks of which there are
eleven, and not private
properly

The ordinance names such
recreational vehicles as
motorcycles, snowmobiles,
trail bliss, motor scooters,
mini-bikes, go-carts,
skateboards, aria dune
buggies.
