Stickball will be a thing of the past, perhaps, on the public
school area blacktop, as youngsters frequently engaged in this
sport against the George Street gym foyer entrance wall
facing Stevens Avenue and had plenty of distance to hit the ball
toward Stevens Avenue. A square target pitching strike zone
existed on the wall for years

Also to be eliminated is the small courtyard near the
walkway and steps of concrete where small children played a
miniature game of ball and other games. The area was
enclosed by a wall and a high fence on three sides.

The old City Hall site on John Street was a vacant lot ever
since the old City Hall was demolished in 1970. It was usually
heavily littered with broken glass and debris and Stevens
Avenue was a popular evening place for congregating by the
youths sitting on the low retaining wall and their cars parked
by the curbside What will be the situation when the
mutuourpoM sports field is built there? Will the high tt-foot
cnamTence enclosure make a difference?

Building Inspector Pat Quinlan recently acquired two
post card pictures of the old City Hall which he is proudly
displaying on the wall of his office at the present municipal
building on Broadway

Remember the long concrete steps that led up to the old
City Hall on John Street from the street level? For some
people, it was like climbing up Mt Everest

And remember the council chamber on the second floor
and the creaky steps leading to it and the small room used for
caucuses to the left, upstairs, during the days of Mayor Joseph
Charmello, Councilman Jack Howley und Gene Sseazko and Al
Jankowski and City Clerk Jack Triggs amonf others?

And how did all the city policemen fit into the small
quarters they had at the old City Hall with a small room to the
left used last by the late Police Chief John Gleason?

And Jack triggs struggling within his small off ice with the
gigantic safe that was always flowing over with documents
situated behind his desk

And remember George Zdanewicz, brother of John
Zdanewicz, who also worked in the clerks office? How did
they all manage in these former cramped quarters?

Freehold Lawn Service submitted the following bids
before a final figure of $69,996 was accepted by the Board of
Education for the multipurpose sports field between John and
George Streets last week:

Seed and wall, $73.986; sod and wall, $68,986; seed without
wall. $$4,986; alternate one, seed, $5,000; and alternate two,
handball wall. $9,000.

It is believed that if a hand ball court wall i« later needed,
the school shop could construct one at a minimal cost, but it
would be constructed of wood and not have a double-ended
wall as originally specified in the contract that was proposed

The Board of Education is also proposing the pa ving of the
parking lot adjacent to the board offices and across from the
school building, once the site of the former Methodist Church
Both the parking lot and multipurpose sports field sites were
given to the school by the city Council The parsonage
residence now serves as the school administration building

About $50,000 of the $69,996 appropriation for the
multipurpose sportsfield will go toward the purchase of
recreational ana athletic equipment About $8,000 of it will be
diverted toward sodding the area

side. Firemen believe that
the cracks were caus«*d by
the building slowly sinking
into the ground.

The cracks were fixed by
removing the existing house
bricks around the cracks and
replacing them with new
ones ano cementing them in
However, some of the
firemen are apprehensive
about this remedying the
situation over a permanent
basis

A new shingled roof was
given the structure. The wide
dormers around the roof
were replaced with new
material The truck garage
celling was given a new
sheetrock surfacing and the
meeting room quarters on
the second floor will have the
same work performed on its
dropped ceiling

Tnestaircnne leading to the
second floor has been
completely redone There
will also be a dropped celling
in the kitchen to conserve
heat and to aid air
conditioning the building on a
cost-effective basis

There will be a complete
painting of the building on the
inside after all the work is
completed and the interior
doors are replaced with
insulated hollow-type of steel
doors.

Inside walls are given new
sheetrock. New gutters have
been installed around the
roof and aluminum leaders.
as well, to carry rain water to
'.he ground level

New Exhaust.
Heating Systems

A suspended acoustlble
venting system will be
introduced In the kitchen, the

meeting room and the
stairwell Also, a suspended
exhaust-o-vent-, the
overhead type, and
ductwork, hoses and cables,
pulleys and blowers, will vent
the building when the truck is
garaged and being worked on
or warmed up for a fire call,
especially useful in the cold
winter months

New electric-magnetic
mechanisms will open and
close the truck garsge
entrance doors A new
concrete apron will replace
the present entranceway.
The six-inch slats w<ll be
reinforced to prevent
damage from the heavy
truck.

New track, f.rim, framing,
paneling, and woodwork are
also in the works to
modernize the building which
was moved from its original
site at the juncture of Main
Street and Augusta Street in
1029 when Joseph Stanton of
Henry Street was fire chief
and Jerry Connors of
Augusta Street was company
captain

Four new space heaters
will replace the old ones and
all remaining windows, those
not sealed, will be made like
new.

There is much cutting and
fitting, drilling and tapping,
bracing and caulking,
flashing and framing, going
on by the approximately six
workers on the Job to restore
one of the city's old buildings
and to give it a new lease on
life
